Moorish Granada: The Alhambra

The great complex of the Alhambra is the best-preserved medieval Arab
palace in the world and, with nearly two million visitors annually, it is also the
most popular monument in Spain. Built on the largely inaccessible Sabika Hill
overlooking the city of Granada, its most distinctive phase began in the 11th
century as the qa'lat al-Hamra (Red Fort) of the Ziridian rulers. From the 13th
to almost the end of the 15th century the kings of the succeeding Nasrid
dynasty embellished the site in a most spectacular fashion. The later
Christian additions, although handsome in their own right, are generally
thought to clash with the delicate, evocative architecture of the Moors.

This Italian Renaissance
palace is the masterpiece
of Pedro Machuca, a
student of Michelangelo.
Housed here are the
Museo de la Alhambra,
with a fine collection of
Nasrid art, and the
Museo de Bellas Artes,
with a range of inter-
esting Christian works.

Palacio de Mexuar

The most poorly
preserved of the three
palaces, this area (below)
was the most public
space, dedicated to
judicial and bureaucratic
business. The original
structure dates from
1365, but there are
obvious Christian
overlays, since it was
converted to a chapel in
the 16th century.

Palacios Nazaries
k=1 The Nasrid palaces
are built of simple brick,
wood and stucco, in keep-
ing with Islamic thought
not to compete with the
creations of Allah.

_ Palacio de
k=i Comares
Built in the mid-14th
century, this area
constituted the Serallo,
where the sultan would
receive dignitaries and
deal with diplomatic
issues. Inside is the
Salon de Embajadores,
the main throne room of
the Alhambra. In front of
the palace is the Patio de
Arrayanes (above), where
serene fountains and
pools, fragrant plantings,
and elaborate wood and
stucco work are all
strictly geometric in
design yet delicately
refined, often featuring
inscribed poems in praise
of Allah.

Was you leave the
Alhambra, stroll through
the gardens with their
fountains and water-
courses laid out in an
area that used to have
palaces of its own. All
you can see of them now
are five porticoed arches
(below). This area leads

The Hill of the Sun

A footbridge flanked by
two towers takes you over to
the hill that rises above the
Alhambra. A vast summer
palace once stood here, amid
75 acres of gardens, which
predated the Alhambra by

a century, although little

of it now remains.

The Name of
the Garden
The word Generalife
is generally consid-
ered to be a corrup-
tion of the Arab
phrase Djinat al-Arif,
which can be trans-
lated as “the
Architect's Garden” (referring to
Allah) or simply “the Best Garden”
or “the High Garden” In an
impressive engineering feat the
Darro River was diverted 18 km
(11 miles) to provide water for
this lush sanctuary.

2 3 The first thing you will en-
counter as you climb the hill is the
amphitheatre, nestled into a tree-
lined hollow. Recently expanded,
dance performances and musical
concerts are offered here as part
of an annual festival of the arts.

Jardines Nuevos

The “New Gardens” are also
called the Lower Gardens, and it
is clear at a glance that they owe
little to Moorish taste. Hedges
and formal patterns echo the

Italian style, but the sound of
running water creates a soothing
atmosphere in keeping with the
Moorish ideal. In Islam, Paradise
is defined as an oasis — a water
garden full of fragrant blossoms.

Jardines Altos

24 As you reach the entrance to
the upper gardens, you will first
encounter the Patio de Polo,
where visitors would leave their
horses before ascending to the
palace. On this level you will be
welcomed by a series of foun-
tains and formal plantings, inter-
laced with walkways and copses.

Patio de la Acequia
WA The "Court of the Long
Pool” is the most famous water
spectacle of the garden. Perfectly
proportioned pools are set off by
rows of water jets. At one end
stands one of the complex’s most
harmonious buildings, the Sala
Regia, with its decorated arcades
and airy portico.

_ Patio de los Cipreses
=dThe Court of the Cypresses
is also known as the Patio of the
Sultana, for this is where Zoraya,

the wife of Boabdil (see p35), is

said to have secretly met her
lover, the chief of the Abencer-
rajes clan. The sultan had the
chief's men massacred upon
discovery of the infidelity. A
700-year-old cypress tree com-
memorates the trysting place.

Escalera del Agua
E=dThese staircases above the
palace, also known as the
Camino de las Cascadas, have
handrails that double as water-
courses. They are best in spring,
when the wisteria is in bloom.

Leaving the Gardens

As you exit the gardens you
will pass along the Paseo de las
Adelfas and the Paseo de los
Cipreses, lined respectively with
oleanders and cypresses. Back
to the Hill of the Sun, take
Cuesta del Rey Chico down to
the Albaicin (see pp12-13).

History of the Alhambra

This picturesque castle was the
last bastion of al-Andalus, the
Moorish hegemony that, at its
height, included almost the entire
Iberian Peninsula. By 1237 the
Christians had reconquered all but
this emirate, but the Moors
managed to flourish here for some
250 years longer, only succumbing
to the forces of King Fernando and
Queen Isabel in 1492 (see p34).
The Generalife was the summer
palace to which the Moorish
leaders could escape the political
life of the palace and the bustling
city below and relax in the
beautifully landscaped grounds.
After centuries of neglect, and
attempts by Napoleon's army to
blow the palace up, the Moorish
structures were preserved in

the early 19th century, after the
American writer Washington Irving
inspired the world with his popular
travel journal entitled Tales of the
Alhambra (see p57).
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Real Chancilleria

The austerely impressive
Royal Chancery dates from 1530,
built shortly after the reconquista
as part of the futile attempt to
Christianize this Moorish quarter.
The palace is attributed to
architect Diego de Siloé. ® Map Q2

Iglesia de Santa Ana

At the end of Plaza Nueva
stands this 16th-century brick
church in Mudéjar style, built by
Muslim artisans for Christian
patrons. Inside the main chapel
is a coffered ceiling in the
Moorish tradition. The belltower
was originally a minaret. ® Map R2

Banos Arabes

Dating from the 11th
century, these are the best pre-
served Moorish baths in Spain.
They comprise several rooms
that were used for changing,
meeting, massage and bathing.

From the Paseo de los
Tristes follow Calle Panaderos to
reach this busy market square,
where you'll find mostly produce
stalls as well as cheap eateries
and bars. The square sports an
Islamic gateway with a typically
angled entrance as part of what
remains of the upper fortifica-
tions. This is the Arco de las
Pesas - if you pass through it
you will come to the Albaicin's
most popular square, Plaza San

_ El Mirador de San Nicolas
K=aThis magnificent terrace in
front of the Iglesia de San
Nicolds has such lovely views of
the Alhambra and the Sierra
Nevada that it has long been
dubbed EI Mirador (“The Lookout
Point”) de San Nicolés. The
views are extraordinary at
sunset, when the Alhambra
glows softly ochre and the often
snow-capped Sierra Nevada
radiates pink in the distance.

_ Tearooms
As you wander around the
labyrinth of whitewashed houses
and sloping alleyways of the
Albaicin quarter you will
encounter many tearooms - a
Moroccan tradition that is very

Here you can
sip your minty brew, nibble
honeyed sweets and contem-
plate the timeless panorama.

Moroccan Shops

Check out the hilly streets
off Calle Elvira, especially
Calderia Vieja and Calderia Nueva,
for typically Moroccan shops.
The scene is indistinguishable
from what you would find in
Morocco itself, with the colourful
wares spilling out onto the
pavements (see p114).
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Sacromonte Gypsy Caves @

Leaving the Albaicin quarter to
the north, follow the Camino del
Sacromonte to reach the hill of
the same name. The so-called
“Holy Hill"” is most noted for the
presence of some 3,500 caves
traditionally inhabited by gypsies
(see p59). For more than six
centuries, the zone has been
notorious for wild goings-on,
most especially zambras,
impromptu gypsy fiestas of
flamenco music and dance, and
outsiders have always been
welcome to witness their cultural
celebrations. Today some 80
percent of the caves are still
occupied and several of them
continue to operate as venues for
tourist spectacles.

In sheer cubic vastness,
Seville Cathedral (right) is
the largest Christian
church in the world, and
there's a certificate from
the Guinness Book of
Records on display here
to prove it. It measures
126 m (415 ft) by 83 m
(270 ft) and the nave rises
to 43 m (140 ft). The best
place to take it all in is
from La Giralda.

Puerta del Perdon
E“4The “Gate of Pardon”
is set in a crenellated wall
and is the main entrance
to the only surviving sec-
tion of the mosque. The
arch and bronze-covered
doors are a masterpiece
of AlImohad art, carved
with 880 Koranic inscrip-
tions. There are also
sculpted Renaissance
elements, most notably a
bas-relief depicting the
Expulsion of the Money-
changers from the Temple.

Pragmatically, the conquerors simply rededicated the huge Almohad mosque
to the Virgin and for about 150 years used it as their principal place of
worship. In 1401, however, the momentous decision was taken to demolish
the then mouldering building and erect a new cathedral of unprecedented
proportions on its enormous rectangular base. In just over a century, the
structure was complete, the renowned minaret now serving as the belltower.

This extensive complex embodies a series of palatial rooms and spaces in
various styles and from various ages. The front towers and walls constitute
the oldest surviving section, dating from AD 913 and built by the Emir of
Cérdoba, Abd el-Rahman Ill, most likely on the ruins of Roman barracks. A
succession of caliphs added their dazzling architectural statements over the
ensuing centuries. Then came the Christian kings, particularly Pedro I the
Cruel (or the Just) in the 14th century, and finally the rather perfunctory
16th-century apartments of Carlos V. Much of the structure underwent major
modifications as recently as the 18th century, due to earthquake damage.

Few Spanish kings have
received such contra-
dictory press over the
centuries as Pedro |
(1350-69). Called both
“the Cruel” and "the
Just” he killed his own
brother in order to
consolidate his position
and flaunted his cohabi-
tation with his mistress
Maria de Padilla. The
alcazar we see today is
almost entirely the
result of Pedro’s
rebuilding programme,
primarily so that he and
Marfa would have a
cosy place of retreat.

The main sight in Cordoba City is undoubtedly the Great Mosque, La
Mezquita - one of the unsurpassed masterpieces of world architecture. But
the entire city, in all its immaculately whitewashed splendour, is a major
jewel in Andalucia’s crown. In addition to the mosque and its incongruous but
splendid cathedral within, other sights here include fine monuments and
palaces from every age, art and history museums, one of Andalucia’s greatest
archaeological repositories, and a rather gruesome yet fascinating museum
dedicated to the glories of the bullfight.

Multicultural
Tradition

Cérdoba'’s brilliance
owes much to its rich
multicultural history. Its
most important edifices
are emblematic of the
cross-fertilization of
Islamic, Christian and
Jewish cultures, and at
its height in the 10th
century, Cérdoba was
the spiritual and
scientific centre of the
Western World, due to
its policy of religious
tolerance (see p34).
However, following the
Christian reconquista,
many non-Christian
thinkers were banished
and the city soon fell
into decline.

Although it has officially been a Christian site for almost nine centuries, La
Mezquita’s identity as a mosque is inescapable - notwithstanding the
cathedral insensitively placed in its centre like a huge spider in its web. As
with the Alhambra (see pp8-9), Emperor Carlos V can be blamed for this
aesthetic indiscretion. Overriding the wishes of Cérdoba’s mayor, Carlos
authorized the cathedral’s construction in the 16th century, although he
deeply regretted his decision upon beholding the completed travesty. Yet,
despite time’s every indignity, the world’s third-largest mosque remains a
place of grandeur, glory and ineffable mystical power.

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Cadiz

Glowing white in the intense southern light, Cddiz inspired the poet Lord
Byron to praise its heavenly blue setting, gorgeous women and sensuous
lifestyle. Nowadays it is one of Andalucia’s under-visited treasures. According
to ancient chronicles, it was founded by the Phoenicians as Gadir (“Fortress”)
in 1104 BC, giving it a good claim to being Europe’s oldest city. Under the
Romans it became Gades and was notable as the city where Julius Caesar
held his first public office. Having been almost completely destroyed by an
Anglo-Dutch raid in 1596, the old part of the present city is pure 18th-century

and has remained virtually unchanged since then.

Franco’s Costa
Dream

It was General Franco,
Spain’s dictator until
1975, who had the idea
of transforming this
impoverished zone of
fishing villages into the
“Florida of Europe” He
implemented his plan in
the 1960s with money
loaned by the US, in
return for the right to
build nuclear bases on
Spanish soil. The jet-set
glamour and cheap
package deals were a
runaway success, so
much so that by the
1970s the area was an
aesthetic and environ-
mental disaster — with
added corruption and
organized crime. Since
the 1980s, steps have
been taken to clean up
all these issues.

The town's most
charming area, the Plaza
del Pépulo, is surrounded
by Renaissance edifices.
It is also called the
Square of the Lions, after
its fountain, which sports
four stone lions and a
female figure (right).

and so were awarded the title of UNESCO Word Heritage Sites in 2003. Of
the two, quiet Baeza has managed to stay almost completely out of the
modern age, while Ubeda has a thriving new zone and even some light
industry. Nevertheless, its stunning historic district is, if anything, even more
spectacular than Baeza’s.

Plaza Santa Maria
E=1& Catedral, Baeza
This square is fronted by
several glorious 16th-
century structures, includ-
ing the cathedral. One of
the many masterpieces by
Renaissance architect
Andrés de Vandelvira, it
was originally a Gothic
church, built over a mosque
in the 13th century.

One of the most
unusually decorated
palaces in town is the
15th-century Palacio de
Jabalquinto (right). Its
facade is sprinkled with
coats of arms and stone
studs in Isabelline
Plateresque style.

Exchange) has an elegant
fagade with three-tiered
arches, while the Torre de
los Aliatares is an ancient
remnant of the old wall.

Visitor Centres

El Rocio’s
LLYJRomeria
This town (see p87) is
the focal point of one of
Spain’s largest festivals,
the Romerfa del Rocio.
The four-day pilgrimage
leading up to Whitsun
has dispensation to wind
its way through the park
(below). Thousands of
people come to honour
Nuestra Sefiora del Rocio,
a medieval statue with
miraculous powers.

Ecological Issues

Despite vigilant efforts
to protect the park, in
1998 a Rio Tinto mining
toxic waste storage
burst, dumping pollu-
tants into the Guadia-
mar River, one of the
wetlands’ main tribu-
taries. Thankfully, the
poisonous wave of
acids and heavy metals
was stopped just short
of the park, but damage
was done to its border
areas. Although the
ramifications are now
under control, the clean-
up continues.

Booking guided tours in advance is essential, as each 4-hour
trip is limited to about 20 participants.

The Sierra Nevada (“Snowy Mountains”) include Spain’s tallest peaks and are
Europe’s second-highest mountain range after the Alps. Until the 20th
century, their only regular visitors were the so-called neveros (“icemen”), who
brought back blocks of ice to sell in nearby Granada, and for many years the
only part they played in a tour of the region was as the glistening backdrop
to the Alhambra Palace. But in recent decades they have become more and
more popular in their own right - for trekking, skiing and exploring the
remarkable collection of villages on their southern slopes, Las Alpujarras.

10 Moments in History

Bronze Age Developments

The Iberian (Tartessian)
civilization got its strongest start
around 2500 BC when bronze
began to be smelted and worked
in Andalucia. Some early tribes
built the oldest megalithic tombs
(dolmens) in western Europe.

Phoenician and

Greek Colonies
Attracted by the area’s mineral
wealth, the Phoenicians founded
a trading post at what is now
Cédiz in 1100 BC, while the
Greeks established a toehold
near Mélaga in 636 BC. The two
maintained a mercantile rivalry
until Carthage, a former Phoeni-
cian colony, dominated the region.

Roman Spain
EjThe first Roman town in
Spain, Itélica (see p89), was
established in 206 BC; Rome
finally wrested the entire region
from the Carthaginians in 201 BC.
Due to abundant local produce,
Andalucia became one of the
empire's wealthiest outposts.

Andalucian Roman ruins

Arab Domination
E.lSome 700 years later, when
the Roman Empire began to
come apart, tribes from northern
Europe laid claim to the penin-
sula. The Vandals and then the
Visigoths ruled for some three
centuries. Politically unstable, a
question of rightful succession in
AD 710 led to the enlistment of
Muslim armies from North Africa.
The Moors saw their chance and
within 10 years had taken over.

Moorish Sophistication

The Moors were custodians
of the best features of Roman
civilization: religious tolerance,
scientific and philosophical
thought, and engineering and
cultural refinements (see pp34-
5). In the 10th century, under the
Caliphate of Abd ar-Rahman Ill,
Cérdoba became the largest and
wealthiest city in Europe.

Reconquista

24 The dissolution of the
Caliphate in 1031 marked the
beginning of the end for Moorish
Spain. Some 30 taifas (principal-
ities), jostling for political hege-
mony, proved no contest for the
Christians. The eight-month siege
and reconquista of Granada in
1492 was the most poignant loss.

Discovery of America

That same year the New
World was discovered for Spain
by Christopher Columbus. The
result was a wealth of gold and
silver from the new empire.

Art and Architecture

Moorish art and architecture
is full of signs and symbols and
often incorporates calligraphy
into its designs, quoting the
Koran or poetry. The point was to
inspire the viewer to reflect upon
the unity of all things under Allah,
whose power and perfection
could never be equalled by the
achievements of man.

Religious Tolerance

Although non-Muslims had
to pay a special tax and wear dis-
tinctive clothing, Moorish policies
towards Jews and Catholics
were generally easygoing. There
was greater repression after the
fundamentalist Almohads came
into power in the 12th century,
but on the whole the faiths were
well integrated for centuries.

Music

The Moors can be credited
with the development of the
guitar, which they adapted from
the fourstringed lute. The Middle
Eastern musical forms they impor-
ted were also to have an effect
later on flamenco (see pp58-9).

Gardens

Moorish gardens make
prominent use of water - so
important to people from a per-
petually arid land. It was sprayed,
channelled, made to gurgle and
fall, to please the ear and eye.
Jasmine, honeysuckle and roses
are just a few of the flowers the
Moors brought to the region.

Agriculture

Inheriting many of their
techniques from the Romans,
the Moors were masters of
agricultural engineering. Their
system consisted of three main
elements: the aqueduct, the
waterwheel and the irrigation
channel. Thereby, they were able
to cultivate vast areas, often
building ingenious terracing on
slopes. They also introduced
many crops, including bitter
oranges, lemons, almonds, rice,
cotton, pomegranates, auber-
gines (eggplants), artichokes,
asparagus and mulberry trees
(to feed silk-worms).

Philosophy

24 Great minds of Andalucia,
such as the Moor Averroés and
the Jew Maimonides, were
considered among the most
advanced thinkers of their age.

This sumptuous palace and
extensive gardens constitute a
world of royal luxury.

It was once
embellished by a Michelangelo
sculpture, a sad casualty of the
Spanish Civil War (see p29).

Before the Spanish Civil
War, women here wore a
traditional veiled garment like the
Muslim heshab, called the
cobijado; now they are only worn
during August festival (see p99).

Arcos de la Frontera
L’jThe historic part of this town
is from the Cuesta de Belén to
the Puerta de Matrera — a zone
that has been a recognized
national monument since 1962.
Consequently, it is beautifully
preserved. Central to the area
is the Plaza del Cabildo, with
ancient walls in evidence and
set about with orange trees.

Numerous
lavish structures have been left
behind, including the stunning
Plaza de Espafa and several
other fine buildings, now used
mostly as cultural centres. The
grounds are largely the creation
of Jean-Claude Nicolas Forestier,
the French landscape gardener
who also designed the Bois de
Boulogne in Paris (see p79).

Paseo Marqués de
4 contadero, Seville
This central promenade is one of
Seville's loveliest. Stretching
along the riverfront, within sight
of most of the major monuments,
its tree-lined walkways make a
pleasant break from the crowded
city streets. The paseo is also
pedestrianized so you don't have
to worry about traffic (see p79).

Paseo de Marqués de Contadero

Parque Zooloégico, Jerez

Jerez's small zoo, set in
botanical gardens, is also an
active centre for the rehabili-
tation of regional endangered
species or any injured animals.

It's still a
thriving fishing port, for example,
as well as a renowned producer
of the local sweet muscatel
wine. In addition, historic
attractions include the longest
jetty in the Guadalquivir estuary,
known as Turris Caepionis to the
Romans and these days as Torre
Scipio (see p99).

Tarifa

Cadiz Province's — and
Europe’s — southernmost point is
one of the best spots in the
world for devotees of the West
Wind. The fact is that the wind
practically never ceases blowing
here, which makes it a top beach
for windsurfers and the like, but
something of a misery for sun-
bathers. Still, it is possible to
find protected niches that pro-
tect you from the wind, and the
nightlife and sense of fun here
are second to none (see p99).

Museo de Bellas

Artes, Seville
Housed in an exquisite former
convent, this art museum is
second only to Madrid's famed
Prado. Paintings include early
works by Veldzquez, important
works by Zurbarén, Ribera, El
Greco, Murillo, Valdés Leal and
Véasquez (see p75).

Archivo de Indias,

La Lonja, Seville
This museum is a vast archive
given over to the discovery and
conquest of the New World; four
centuries of Spanish empire are
painstakingly catalogued. The
museum is housed in an 18th-
century edifice that was built as
the merchants’ exchange (see
p78). It has been closed for five
years but is expected to open in
the summer of 2005.

Museo de Bellas Artes

Museo de la

Maestranza, Seville
One of the corridors of what is
perhaps Spain's most famous
bullring is devoted to a Museo
Taurino (Museum of the
Bullfight). In addition to stacks of
posters and other memorabilia,
you can see the trajes de luces
(suits of lights) — brightly coloured
silk outfits embroidered with
gold sequins — worn by many a
celebrated toreador, along with
portraits of some of the greats.
There are also the inevitable
stuffed remains of various noble
animals (see p78).

Museo de Cadiz

A Neo-Classical mansion
houses Cadiz's main museum, a
rich juxtaposition of archaeo-
logical treasures and fine art. In
Europe's oldest city there are
naturally artifacts from ancient
cultures, including jewellery,
pottery and small bronzes, but
most notably a pair of 5th-
century BC marble sarcophagi.
Among the art are works by
Zurbaran, Rubens, Murillo and
Cano. An ethnological collection
features artisanal pieces that
highlight aspects of the city's
culture (see p23).

Museo del

Bandolero, Ronda
This offbeat museum celebrates
the story and legend of the
Serranfa’s famous bandits and
highwaymen. They were mostly
active in the 19th century and



managed to capture
the imagination of
many writers of the
period, who
portrayed them as
romantic figures
living a devil-may-
care life in com-
munion with nature.
As the exhibits here
will attest, they were
anything but
“diamonds in the
rough” (see p25).

Museo Arqueoldgico,
L=dcérdoba
A small 16th-century Renais-
sance mansion is home to this
excellent collection, essential for
understanding the city’s impor-
tance in Roman times. In fact,
the mansion was built over a
Roman structure and there is an
ancient patio to prove it. A
sculpture of the Persian god
Mithras, from a mithraeum found
at Cabra, is particularly fine.
Other parts of the collection
focus on Iberian finds and
Moorish artifacts (see p19).

Museo Municipal,
Antequera
This museum is located in a
striking 18th-century ducal
palace, which means that many
of the exhibits simply cannot
compete with the context. Two

Bernard with some 187 paint-
ings, including some major
canvases, that give an idea of
the breadth and depth of his
career (see p96).

. Museo Arqueolégico
E=JCueva de Siete Palacios,
Almuiécar
This space was built into the
side of the hill in the 1st century.
The small collection includes arti-
facts from Phoenician, Roman
and Moorish periods (see p110).

Museo Provincial y de
LLYBellas Artes, Jaén
The archaeological lower floor
has an interesting assortment of
finds, but the 5th-century BC
Iberian stone sculptures are truly
extraordinary. Found near the
town of Porcuna, in the western
part of the province, they show
clear influences from Greek
works. Upstairs, the fine arts
museum has some fine medieval
wood sculpture and a Picasso
drawing (see p121).
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Art and Culture

Andrés de Vandelvira

Andrés de Vandelvira (1509-
75) was the quintessential archi-
tect of the Spanish Renaissance
in Andalucia. His work spanned
the three major phases of the
style's predominance, from orna-
mental Plateresque, to Italianate
Classical, to austere Herreran.
He can be given virtually sole
credit for the architectural
treasures in the town of Ubeda
and many important edifices in
Baeza (see pp28-9).

Francisco de Zurbaran
F4The great painter (1598-
1664) spent most of his life in
and around Seville, where his art
adorns churches and museums.
His works are noted for their
mystical qualities, dramatized by
striking chiaroscuro (light and
shade) effects — hallmarks, as
well, of his contemporaries
Caravaggio and José de Ribera.

St Luke before Christ, Zurbaran

Velazquez

Born in Seville, Diego
Rodriguez de Silva y Velazquez
(15699-1660) left for Madrid in
1623 to become court painter to
the king. His was the most
remarkable talent of the golden
age of Spanish painting, taking
naturalism and technique to new
heights. The works that remain in
his home town were mostly
religious commissions, although
his real genius lay in portraiture.

Alonso Cano

= 4 Most of the works by Cano
(1601-67) can be seen in
Granada, largely because after
he was accused of killing his
wife the city vowed to protect
him if he would work exclusively
for them. Sadly, such a predica-
ment limited the opportunities
for this gifted painter, sculptor
and architect to fully blossom.

Bartolomé Esteban Murillo
A murilio (1618-82) was the
most successful of the Baroque
painters from Seville. He
received countless commissions
to produce devotional works,
notably the many Immaculate
Conceptions seen in Andalucia.

Pedro Roldan
LedRoldan (1624-99) was one of
the chief proponents of the
Spanish aspiration to combine
painting, sculpture and architec-
ture into unified works of art,
such as the altarpiece in Seville's
Hospital de la Caridad (see p78).



Leonardo de Figueroa
uFigueroa (1650-1730) was a
highly accomplished Baroque
architect. His commissions in
Seville included the Hospital de
los Venerables (see p76), the
Palacio de San Telmo and the

Museo de Bellas Artes (see p73).

~ Manuel de Falla
ke Andalucian de Falla (1876-
1946) was Spain’'s finest classical
composer. One of his major
works, The Three-Cornered Hat,
has its roots deep in flamenco.

Pablo Picasso
E=dpicasso (1881-1973) was
born in Mélaga, although he
settled in France in 1909. His
native land, with images of the
bullfight and later of the horrors
of the Franco era, turned up in
his work throughout his career.

Federico Garcia Lorca

The Granada-born writer

Homosexual and Socialist
too, he was murdered by Franco's
Nationalists at the start of the
Spanish Civil War.

Origins

Gypsies (Roma) arrived in
Eastern Europe in the 14th cen-
tury and in Andalucia in the 15th
century. Linguistic research shows
that their language, Romany, was
related to ancient dialects from
northern India. Why they left
India is unclear, but was possibly
due to war with invading Muslims.

History

Although gypsies have
remained outsiders throughout
their history, they found a more
congenial civilization in Andalucia
than anywhere else. The culture
was decidedly Middle Eastern
and not dissimilar to that of their
native land. With the Christian
reconquest, however, “pagan”
gypsies were forced into hiding
or into further wanderings.

Song

EjFortunater for Andalucfan
culture, many gypsies stayed,
and eventually developed a
unique strain of music, flamenco,
drawing on Arabic, Jewish and
Byzantine sources, as well as
their own Indian traditions.

Gypsy singers

Similar to the American Blues, it
is the raucous, rhythmic music
of the dispossessed and margin-
alized, full of pathos and catharsis.
The word flamenco is probably a
corruption of the Arabic felag
mengu (fugitive peasant), an epi-
thet that 19th-century Andalucian
gypsies used with one another.

Dance
k= dSimilarities between Middle
Eastern and North African dance
forms and flamenco are obvious.
But using the feet to create rapid
and complex staccato rhythms,
combined with the expressive
arm and hand gestures, clearly
resembles traditional kathak
dancing from northern India,
confirming its true roots.

Guitar

The six-stringed flamenco
guitar can be traced back to the
medieval lute. Compared to the
classical guitar, it is lighter,
shallower and less resonant, so
that it can be played extremely
fast, and also features a thick
plate below the soundhole for
tapping out rhythms.

Synthetic
shawls, these days often imported
from China, wood or even plastic
combs and paper and wood fans
are all just as vivid.

Silver and Gold Filigree

Two cities, Cordoba and
Granada, are known for their
delicate filigree work in precious
metals. Since ancient times,
when Andalucian mines were a
primary source of silver and gold
for the Mediterranean, craftsmen
have created brooches, earrings
and necklaces. Designs often
reflect the Moorish taste for
complex geometrics, but can also
depict insects, birds or lizards,
set with precious stones.

Woodwork
mFurniture manufacture of
high-quality mahogany items
takes place in Cadiz Province,
while Ronda is known for its
rustic styles and Granada
Province is reputed for Mudéjar
(Capiliera) and Renaissance
(Baza) styles. Also of note, of
course, are Andalucian guitars,
with excellent examples created
in Algodonales (Cadiz Province)
and Marmolejo (Jaén Province),
as well as in the main centres of
Granada, Cérdoba and Seville.

There are dozens of
local variations of this
nourishing refresher,
which may involve
almonds, grapes,
melon, red peppers, and
boiled egg or chopped
ham garnishes.

Aceitunas

There are innumerable types
of olives, from small to large,
green to black, salty to sweet, or
whole to stuffed. The name of
the dish can be confusing -
although the Spanish name for
the tree is the olivo, which comes
from Latin, the word for the fruit
comes from the Arabic az-zait,
which means “juice of the olive"

Chorizo al Vino

Chorizos are spicy, paprika-
red garlic sausages that can be
served grilled, sautéed with wine
(al vino), or stewed with other
ingredients. They are generally
made of pork. Morcilla (blood
sausage or black pudding) is a
classic country delicacy.

Jamon Serrano

A complementary slice of
ham laid over the top of a copa
(glass) is said to be how the
custom of tapa (which literally
means “lid") got started. The
finest regional type available is
mountain-cured ham, but there

is also jaman York (regular ham),
as well as other cured pork
products, including a local tocino
(bacon) and fiambres (cold cuts).
These are often served with
cheese and bread as a perfect
complement.

Ensaladilla

"Russian salad” is
sometimes an option for
vegetarians — but not for vegans,
as it usually consists of diced
vegetables mixed in a thick
mayonnaise. Watch out, however,
as there are versions with cubes
of ham mixed in as well. And
make sure that this, and all
mayonnaise-based dishes, are
freshly prepared.

Mariscos

Berberechos (cockles),
almejas (clams), mejillones
(mussels), pulpo (octopus), sepia
(cuttlefish) and zamburinas (baby
clams) are favourite seafood
options everywhere in Spain.
Roasted caracoles (snails),
prepared with garlic, can be a
rich but delicious treat.

Seville

NDALUCIA'S CAPITAL IS AN ARISTOCRATIC YET RELAXED CITY, with a
fabulous and ancient cultural heritage that dates back beyond recorded
history. Its fate has always been tied to its river, the Rio Guadalquivir (“the
great river” in Arabic), and the trade it offered the city. Today much of the
riverfront is made up of an attractive tree-lined promenade. To take in all of
the historic centre of Seville would require at least a week, as there is so

much to see in the way of art and architecture as
well as distinctive neighbourhoods each with their
own charm. But its highlights, including the
spectacular cathedral, Moorish and Renaissance
palaces and fine museums, are all within walking
distance of each other and could be handled in a
weekend, giving you just a taste of one of Spain’s
most beautiful cities.

This semicircular plaza was
designed as the centrepiece for
the Ibero-American Exposition of
1929. Almost completely
covered with gorgeous glazed
tiles, its surfaces depict historic
moments and heraldic symbols
of the 40 regions of Spain. A
boating canal follows the arc of
the structure, crossed by colour-
ful footbridges. The site was
used as a set in the film Star
Wars: Attack of the Clones, for
its other-worldly feel. ® Map N6

Feria de Abril

The six-day Spring Fair, about two
weeks after Easter, is a riot of
colour and high spirits. Andalucfan
horses strut on parade, ridden by
caballeros in traditional leather
chaps, waistcoats and wide-
brimmed sombreros cordobeses,
often with dazzling, flowerlike
women perched behind. Fairy
lights and fireworks brighten the
way, the air is alive with music,
the town is overflowing with
marvellously decorated casetas
(party marquees — most of them
by invitation only), and drinking
and dancing continues until dawn.

KedThis Renaissance-style
pavilion was also one of the fab-
ulous structures created for the
1929 Exposition and now houses
Andalucfa’s principal archaeologi-
cal museum.

Tradition states that the imposing
13th-century Moorish dodeca-
hedral (12-sided) watchtower, the
Torre del Oro (Tower of Gold), is
named after the golden tiles that
once adorned it. Others say its
name derives from its use as a
warehouse for the gold coming in
from the New World during
Seville's heyday. It now houses a
small maritime museum. Nearby
stands the Torre de Plata (Tower
of Silver), a more modest
octagonal tower, which most
likely gets its name as a



complement to its neighbour.
Both towers originally formed
part of the city’s defences.

As you proceed, you will
be able to peep into some
of the famously lush
patios of these perfectly
whitewashed houses.

Then turn back to find
Plaza Santa Cruz (see
p79), where the church
that gave the neighbour-
hood its name once stood,
until it was burned down
by the French in 1810. A
17th-century wrought-iron
cross stands here now.
Cross a couple of streets
west to find the Hospital
de los Venerables (see
p78), and take in its
delightful central courtyard
and important art gallery.
From here, go east to
Calle Santa Teresa 8, the
former home of the great
artist Bartolomé Murillo
(see p56), who died here
in 1682 after a fall while
painting frescoes in Cadiz.

Finally, work your way
back towards the
Cathedral (see pp14-15)
along Calle Mesin del
Moro and then to Calle
Mateos Gago. At No. 1
you'll find the Cerveceria
Giralda (see p84),
excellent for a drink and
some tapas for either
lunch or dinner.

of Sevilla Province and neighbouring Huelva Province are among the
least visited areas of Andalucia. Consequently, much of the zone has
remained a rural hinterland, where time moves slowly and the old customs
prevail. Some of the finest nature preserves are here, too, including the
ecologically essential Coto de Dofiana, mountainous reaches and pristine
beaches, generally frequented by Spaniards rather than tourists. Culturally
rich as well, each town and village shelters surprising art treasures and
ancient marvels, where you may find yourself the only visitor - a welcome
relief after the throngs encountered elsewhere in Andalucia.

In the
village of Marinaleda, however, its
mayor has created an island of
social idealism, and has succeeded
in wresting plots of property away
from the landlords to be commu-
nally owned by the workers.

Aroche Markets

Thursday is the day the
market stalls arrive in this
Huelvan town. The market in
Plaza de Abastos is a traditional
produce spread, featuring the
strong-flavoured goat’s cheese
favoured by the locals.

Souvenirs

In Aracena, head for the
Calle Pozo de la Nieve, a cobbled
street lined with souvenir shops.
In El Rocio (see p87), souvenir
stalls flank the church, hawking
paraphernalia associated with
the famous Romeria (see p37).

Crafts

In addition to leather,
Valverde del Camino is known
for furniture and fine wooden
boxes.

Malaga and Cadiz Provinces

HESE TWO ANDALUCIAN PROVINCES are a heady mix of cultural and

recreational riches seldom equalled elsewhere in the world. Europe’s
oldest city, Cddiz, is located here, but the presence of history is balanced by
the hedonistic delights of the Costa del Sol and its fine beaches. Some of the
region’s most dramatic landscapes lure nature-lovers, while others are drawn
by the charms of the famed pueblos blancos (white villages), the most
renowned being stupendous Ronda, birthplace of that strongest of Spanish
traditions, the bullfight. This is also the area that produces the world-famous
fortified wines known as sherry, as well as the celebrated sweet wines of
Malaga. Finally, Europe’s southernmost point is
located here, Tarifa, with views over to North
Africa, and a stone's throw away, the Rock of
Gibraltar, an eccentric enclave of Britishness on
the Mediterranean coast.

i]At the apex of the Atlantic's
untamed Costa de la Luz (see
p98), this city floats like an
ancient dream on what was
originally its own island. With
good claim to being Europe’s
oldest city, it's thought to have
been founded by the ubiquitous
Phoenicians in around 1104 BC.
Much of what can be seen today,
however, dates from the 18th
century, the city having been
almost completely razed by an
Anglo-Dutch raid in 1596. The
vast Catedral Nueva (1722) is
one of Spain’s largest churches,
and many Baroque edifices
enhance this unpretentiously
beautiful provincial capital and,
apart from two weeks in
February when it stages Spain's
most celebrated Carnaval bash
(see p60), it remains very much
under-visited (see pp22-3).

Ronda
BTO many visitors over the
centuries, this town evokes the
“real” Andalucia, at its wild and
spectacular best. This mountain
rock eyrie is quite literally

breathtaking, being dramatically
sliced down the middle by El
Tajo, a fantastically deep and
narrow limestone ravine, formed
over thousands of years by the
Rio Guadalevin. The town itself is
essentially two in one - the
ancient half being steeped in rich
Moorish history, with lovely
cobbled streets, while the more
modern part on the north side of
the gorge sees to contemporary
everyday needs (see pp24-5).

Costa del Sol
E]Still living up to its well-
earned reputation as one of the
world centres for sun, surf and
cheap, superficial fun, this string
of former Mediterranean fishing
villages nevertheless retains
more than at first meets the eye.
To those who care to look
beyond the brash tourist
enclaves, there is still much
authentic charm on offer here -
and even a good share of places
that offer the chance of tranquil
reflection — especially in the
towns of Estepona, Nerja, Mijas
and ultra-classy Marbella (see
p48). Year-round golf makes the
whole area a great attraction for
international lovers of the sport
(see p103) and, in high season in
particular, Torremolinos is the
place to find some of Spain's
liveliest nightlife (see pp26-7).

In early September Ronda’s bullring stages the Corridas

Goyescas, in which matadors fight in 19th-century style costumes.
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Malaga
E.IDespite being home to the
main airport bringing holiday-
makers to the Costa del Sol, this
provincial capital has been
bypassed by the brunt of the
“sun coast” development, and
thus also by the swarms of
foreign tourists. It has managed
to hold onto its Spanish-ness
quite admirably — despite recent
attempts to bring it up to speed
with the buzzing Costa lifestyle.
An important trading port since
ancient times, it was the
favourite city of poet Garcia
Lorca (see p57), who loved it for
its rawness. But its even greater
claim to artistic fame is that it
was the birthplace of Pablo
Picasso, a fact that has now, at
long last, been acknowledged by
the presence of a Picasso
museum, the third largest in the
world dedicated to the modern

master (see p55). Mélaga’s
alcézar, built between the 8th
and 11th centuries, includes a
Roman amphitheatre. ® Map E5

Pueblos Blancos
L"jThe term “white villages”
refers to the profusion of
whitewashed hillside hamlets
in the Serrania de Ronda, the
mountainous territory around
Ronda. Many of them are truly
spectacular and it's well worth
spending several days driving
from one to the other, and then
striking out on foot to take in
some of the views (see p52).
Towns not to miss include
Grazalema, Zahara de la Sierra,
Gaucin, Casares, Setenil, Jimena
de Libar and Manilva. Villagers,
who originally settled on these
plains to protect themselves
from potential bandits in the
lowlands, have lived the same
way of life for centuries, and
retain a strong agricultural
tradition. Between Grazalema

Gibraltar
WA Tnis gargantuan chunk of
limestone rising up from the
Mediterranean was one of the
mythic Pillars of Hercules. Yet,
despite being nicknamed “The
Rock’; as a worldwide symbol of
stability and security, this fortress
is actually a serious political
football these days. Taken by the
English in 1704 as part of the
War of the Spanish Succession,
today it is still very much a part
of the British ethos, and only
grudgingly do the Spaniards who
live around it even acknowledge
its existence. The Spanish
government meanwhile most
definitely wants it back. Legend
has it that Britain will retain
sovereignty of the rock as long
as its most famous residents,
the wild Barbary apes, remain,
but their increasing number does
not prevent on-going diplomatic
arguments. Still, if you're
homesick for Englishness, cross
over the frontier at La Linea to
enjoy some fish and chips or a
pint of ale. ® Map C6

impressive alcazar, with its
many Moorish remains,
including restored
gardens, a mosque and a
hammam (baths), as well
as a camera obscura
providing views of the city
and beyond. Beside it is
the stunningly decorated
cathedral, extravagantly
rich inside and out. Note
the fine painting of The
Sleeping Girl by Zurbarén
in the sacristy.

Next take the tour — with
tastings — of the Gonzalez-
Byass bodega (see p66),
featuring possibly the
oldest cellars in Jerez,
with one designed by
Gustave Eiffel. Don't miss
the many signatures of
famous people on the
barrels (called “butts”),
including Queen Victoria,
Cole Porter, Martin Luther
King and General Franco,
among others.

Continuing on north, the
Pedro Domecq bodega
(see p66) also offers tours
and is distinctively
Moorish in style. A block
further north, pop into the
Museo Arqueoldgico to
see the prized Greek
bronze helmet from the
7th century BC, and then
enter the Barrio de
Santiago. This gently
dilapidated neighbourhood
of maze-like alleyways is
home to a sizeable gypsy
community and numerous
flamenco venues.

To cap off your walk,
continue straight out of
the barrio to the east, past
the Church of San Juan, to
Restaurante Gaitan
(C/Gaitan 3 ® 956 34 58 59
e €) for a lunch of
excellent Andalucian and
Basque food.

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Sherry, Brandy and Wine
The famed “Sherry Triangle” is
comprised of the towns of Jerez,
Sanlucar de Barrameda and El
Puerto de Santa Marfa. The rich,
nutty fortified wine has been
produced here since ancient
times, using vines imported by
the Phoenicians some 3,000
years ago. In Roman times it was
exported all over the empire, and
it has been popular in England
since the Elizabethan age. Sherry
comes in a number of variants, to
do with degrees of dryness or
sweetness. The fino and
manzanilla are dry and light, while
the amontillado and oloroso are
more robust. Brandy de Jerez is
darker, richer and sweeter than
brandy from France.

_ Arcos de la Frontera

=JAnother town built atop a
sheer cliff, this is probably the
most dazzling of the pueblos
blancos and the one situated
furthest west. As ancient as any
town in the region, little remains
of the period before the
reconquista, when it received its
“de la Frontera” appellation,
meaning it was a bastion “on the
frontier” between Christian and
Moorish Spain. The Galeria de
Arte Arx-Arcis crafts museum
and shop displays locally
fashioned carpets, blankets,
baskets and pottery (see p102).

It has a renowned centre
for equestrian art, Andalucfan
style, and is home to one of the
largest remaining gypsy
populations, a determining force
in flamenco tradition (see
pp58-9). © Map B5

Costa de la Luz
Y This stretch of Atlantic
coast, named after its charac-
teristic bright light (luz) and
covering the area from Chipiona
to Tarifa, is still off the beaten
path despite recent attempts to
exploit its wild loveliness. Part
of what protects it are the
prevailing winds, wonderful for
windsurfers but wretched for
sunbathers, who may have to
face wind-tossed sands travelling
at fairly high speeds. Still, there
are excellent beaches that can
be enjoyed, often backed by
cliffs, and modest resorts, such
as Chipiona (see p99), mostly
frequented by Spaniards.

Granada and Almeria Provinces

O TAKEN ARE THEY WITH THE LEGENDARY PALACES OF THE ALHAMBRA,

most tourists discover little else in these two provinces. However, besides
numerous important and unique attractions in the enchanting city of
Granada itself, the entire region is worth exploring, being especially rich in
natural wonders. Spectacular mountains and superbly untouched coastal
areas are the pride of both provinces, while inland some of the remote
villages are among Andalucia’s most fascinating and historic. Finally, film
buffs will be delighted with the old “Spaghetti
Western” movie sets that have been turned into
endearingly quirky theme parks.

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Sierra Nevada
“Spain’s tallest peaks — and,
after the Alps, Europe'’s second
loftiest chain — make Andalucia
home to some excellent skiing in
winter, robust trekking in spring
and summer, and a favourite
with naturalists who come to
marvel at the abundant wild-
flowers and wildlife. For the
more culturally inclined, the
historic villages of the Alpujarras,
on the dramatic southern slopes,
are a fascinating study in an age-
old way of life (see pp32-3).

Moorish Granada
EThe fairytale "Arabian
Nights” palace of the Alhambra,
together with its equally evoca-
tive gardens, constitute one of
Spain’'s principal attractions,
drawing millions of visitors each
year. In the city down below, the
ancient Albaicin district embodies
a microcosm of a North African
village, a "Little Morocco’] with
colourful market streets and
tearooms. Above and behind the
area stands Sacromonte, the
traditional home of cave-dwelling
gypsies (see pp8-13).

Cathedral & Capilla
EjReaI, Granada
To unequivocally establish
Christian rule, these triumphalist
structures were built by some of
the greatest architects of the age
and adorned with important
works of sculpture and painting,
much of it Renaissance. The
towering, light-suffused interior
of Granada's cathedral is one of
the most spectacular achieve-
ments of the period, while the
facade, by Alonso Cano, echoes
the ancient triple arch favoured
by Roman emperors. The Capilla
Real (Royal Chapel) is Granada's
finest Christian building and a
repository of rare treasures,

If you approach the coastal area
of these provinces from the west,
you will notice the extent of
plastic tenting, a phenomenon
that reaches a sea-like peak
before Almeria City. This agricul-
tural techniqgue is known as plasti-
cultura, and is the last word in
how to squeeze out every drop of
moisture from these desert lands
in order to produce crops. The
process is anything but organic,
but this huge agribusiness does
provide jobs, mostly for itinerant
North Africans.

Spain’s most spectacular coast,
where towering mountains rise
from the shore. Almufécar is the
chief town along this stretch and
it is now given over almost
entirely to resort life.

Begin your walk at Plaza
T Bib-Rambla, enhanced
with flower stalls and the
Neptune fountain. Fronting
the western side of the
square is the warren of
ancient shopping streets

() called the Alcaiceria (see

p114). Don't miss the 14th-
century Moorish Corral del
Carbon, which now
houses craft shops and a
tourist office.

Once the cathedral (see
p109) opens, it's time for a
visit there; be sure to see
the enormous Santiago el
Matamoros (the Moor-
slayer) on horseback, by
Alonso de Mena, adorning
the altar of St James. The
next stop is the Capilla
Real (see p109); you
should visit the crypt
under the ostentatious
marble sarcophagi of the
kings and queens, where
their bodies repose in
plain lead boxes. On the
carved Renaissance sepul-
chres, note the split
pomegranate, symbol of a
defeated Moorish Granada.

Continue on across the
busy thoroughfares until
you get to the river and
the long expanse of the
Plaza Nueva (see p47).
Choose an outside table
(the cafés here are all

) similar), order a drink and
take in the street life.

Now it's time to enter the
labyrinth of the Albaicin
(see p12-13). Take Calle
Elvira up to Calle Caldereria
Vieja for the vibrant bazaar
of the Moorish Quarter.

Cordoba and Jaén Provinces

HESE TWO PROVINCES ARE AN ATTRACTIVE BLEND of exquisite urban

architecture, famed agricultural zones and great wildlife reserves within
rugged mountain ranges. The ancient treasure-trove of Cérdoba City is the
star, of course, but the Renaissance towns of Baeza and Ubeda are among
the region’s most beautiful. For wine-lovers and those who appreciate
delicious ham and perfect olive oil, the areas around Montilla, Valle de los
Pedroches and Baena should not be missed. Meanwhile, along the northern
zones, nature lovers can hike for days and days amid the pristine wilds of
the Parque Natural de la Sierra de Cardefia y '
Montoro in Cérdoba Province and the Sierra de
Cazorla in Jaén Province.

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Cordoba City

This town,
wonderfully rich in
history and cultural
importance, is also
small enough to cover
easily and enjoyably
on foot. It has a
delightfully contrasting

architectural splendour
of the great mosque —
with a Christian church
oddly sprouting out of
its centre — to the whitewashed
glories of the old Jewish quarter,
the splendid Alcézar, and the
frankly morbid museum dedi-
cated to the bullfight. There are
other engaging museums as
well, featuring works of art by
both Old Masters and local
artists, and ancient artifacts
evoking the area’s influential past
(see pp18-21).

Ubeda
Blgnore the downtrodden
outskirts as you approach this
town — once you get to the
historic centre you will realize
that it is one of Andalucia’s most
remarkable splendours. The
keynote here is architecture — an
entire district of mostly Renais-
sance edifices built for local
nobility in the 16th century. One
of Andalucia’s greatest
architects, Andrés de Vandelvira,
was the genius who gave most
of these structures their
harmonious forms (see pp28-9).

Ediike nearby Ubeda, this
smaller town is also a jewel of
Renaissance glory, but includes
earlier remains dating back to
the Moors and, before them, the
Romans. The town radiates a
sense of tranquillity as you walk
from one cluster of lovely build-
ings to another. Again, much of
the beauty owes its existence to
Vandelvira (see pp28-9).

& 3The building of the first
palace here dates from AD 936,
commissioned by Caliph Abd el-
Rahman IlI, the Emir of Cérdoba
and the man who brought the
city to glory. He named it after
his favourite wife, Az-Zahra (the
Radiant). Though it is little more
than a ruin now - sacked in 1009
and rediscovered only in 1910 —
at one time this pleasure-dome
incorporated a zoo, ponds and
gardens, baths, houses, weapons
factories and barracks, markets,
mosaques, a harem of 6,000
women and accommodation for
4,000 slaves. Decorated with
ebony, ivory, jasper and marble,
it even had a pool of mercury
that created dancing lights on

It was the Romans who brought
cultivation of the olive here, and
the Moors who carried the
tradition forward.

15 © Open Nov-Jun: daily;
Jul-Oct: Mon—Fri ® Free) is one of
the most traditional. Each
organically grown olive is carefully
kept from bruising and the paste
is extracted by the process of
stone-crushing, the oil then being
bottled and sealed in with wax.

Castillo de

Almodoévar del Rio
Originally the site of a Roman
fortification, the present fairytale
castle goes back to the 14th
century, when it was embellished
in Gothic style. Before that, it
had been a Moorish structure
dating from AD 740 that had
survived four centuries of
Christian sieges. Magnificent
views from the battlements take
in the whitewashed town below.
Legend holds that ghosts of
those who died while imprisoned
here haunt the eight monolithic

Through Baeza

)

Start your tour of this
Renaissance town at the
lovely Plaza del Pépulo
(see p28), where the
tourist office is located in
a fine Plateresque palace,
the Casa del Populo. Next
to it are the arches of the
Puerta de Jaén (see p28)
and the Arco de Villalar,
while adorning the centre
of the plaza is the Fuente
de los Leones. The ruined
lions and their eroded
mistress, said to be a
statue of Hannibal’s wife,
still manage to convey an
undeniable elegance.

Exiting the square to the
left of the tourist office,
continue southeast to the
Plaza Santa Maria (see
p28) and the cathedral.
Note the graffiti in bull's
blood on the old seminary
wall. Inside the cathedral,
don't miss the extravagant
choir screen by Bartolomé
de Jaén.

Next stop, to the north, is
the Palacio de Jabal-
quinto (see p29), with one
of the most eccentric
fagcades in the region, an
example of Isabelline
Plateresque style. Visit its
inner patio and then that
of the Antigua Universidad
next door. Down the
street, you can see the
1,000-year-old Moorish
Torre de los Aliatares and
around the corner, facing
Paseo de la Constitucion
(see p29), La Alhéndiga,
the old corn exchange,
with its triple-tiered facade.

Tap Water

When
hiking, never drink from
streams - the days of
pristine mountain springs
are long gone.

Rancid Food

In the heat of the
summer, it's wise to be
attentive to the fresh-
ness of what you con-
sume.

whose credentials are
beyond reproach - and
get certificates of authen-
tication and guarantees.

"Mystery” Tours

In the most heavily
touristed zones you'll
occasionally be offered a
tour that, on the face of
it, looks like something
for nothing. It might be a
daytrip to some interest-
ing sight at a remarkably
cut-rate price, or even an
offer of cash or a lavish
meal for just going to
inspect a new condo or
time-share project. These
are not promotional
bargains in the usual
sense, but heavy-handed
sales ploys and should
be steered clear of.

Beach Snacks
E]Many of the snack
bars you find along the
beaches, especially the
most popular beaches,
are overpriced and some-
times the food is almost
inedible, with a few
exceptions. If you want
to hang out in such a
place for convenience
and to enjoy the people-
watching, then just get a
drink. For meals, head
away from the waterfront
and into the towns.

But once you
take the bait, they
indignantly demand a lot
of money for their cheery
little “gift” Do your best
to avoid them.

=JdMost pavement
peddlers will just call out
to you a word or two
about their merchandise,
but once you evince an
interest, you will be
under pressure to buy
something. Make it clear
from the outset that you
might want to look, but
you'll decide what, if
anything, you're going to
buy. Check all merchan-
dise thoroughly for
defects, especially
clothing, and then offer
half the asking price.

Hair-Raising
~IRoads

If Grand Prix-style driving
is not your thing, it's best
to avoid Andalucia’s most
challenging roads. The
worst for sheer craziness
remains the Costa del
Sol's coastal highway.
Some mountain roads
are exceedingly narrow,
winding and skirt
yawning chasms.

Package Deals

If you choose care-
fully, making sure that

into the bargain.

Picnicking

Given the wealth of
natural beauty here, much
of it now given over to
parks and reserves, there
are excellent picnicking
opportunities every-
where. There are also
plenty of grocers for all
that you'll need to put
together a memorable
repast, with settings and
views thrown in. Be sure
to pick up your litter
afterwards.

Self-Catering

You'll certainly need
to book very much in
advance to secure one of
the less expensive self-
catering apartments. But
it's worth it, not only for
the money you'll save
but also for the freedom
you'll enjoy in doing the
region entirely your own
way (see p146).

Partying
K 3Not all bars and clubs
are pricey. Some of the
most happening ones, in
fact, are free to enter

Camping

There are some 130
authorized campsites in
the region, mostly along
the coast.

(O you buy anything
that has a hefty sales tax

smallest places in the
most off-the-beaten-track
outposts will find it a
problem. However, be
aware that your own
bank may charge you a

2 percent currency
conversion fee for every
card purchase you make,
so it's cheaper to use
your cash card option.

Wiring Money

This expensive,
laborious process should
be considered only as a
last resort. You can have
your bank send money to
a bank in Spain, but you
must organize things at
the Spanish end first.
Then expect it to take an
indeterminate number of
days and for there to be
substantial charges at
both ends of the process.

Post
L= Post offices (correos)
are open 9am to 2pm
and 5pm to 7:30pm,
although larger offices do
not close for siesta. For
letters and postcards,
you can also get stamps
(sellos) at tobacco shops
and newspaper stands.
In general, Spanish post
is reliable.

Telephones
uCaHing Spain from
another country requires
dialling 00 then the
country code, 34. While
you're in Andalucia you
must always dial the
regional area code, 95,
even if calling locally. To
call abroad from Spain,

L=dMany hotels now
allow you to use your
laptop for accessing the
Internet. Internet cafés
are also common sights
in every town and city,
and even villages.

Newspapers
t=land Magazines
In the larger towns, you'll
find a good selection of
international press: USA
Today and the Inter-
national Herald Tribune
are available in the larger
kiosks, as well as major
British, German, French
and Dutch papers. Costa
del Sol English-language
magazines include The
Entertainers, Lookout
and Marbella Life.

TV and Radio
LY The more expensive
hotels all offer satellite
TV, with many program-
mes in English, German,
French and Italian — not
to mention all the regular
Spanish channels. Radio
Gibraltar and US Armed
Forces Radio from Rota
provide English-language
broadcasting, and there
are others along the
Costa del Sol. Spanish
stations feature a mix of
Spanish and international
pop music. Canal Sur is
the official Andalucian
broadcasting system.

Mobile phones work well all over Andalucia but check with your
network whether you are set up for international usage.

Precautions
MR There are no special
inoculations required to
visit Andalucia. The only
protection you should be
sure to use on a regular
basis is sunscreen —
sunburn and heat stroke
are the main sources of
discomfort. Some people
also experience a slight
upset stomach from the
change in bacteria in the
food and water, although
tap water is safe to drink.

If you are seriously ill and
need a doctor who speaks
your language, you can
get details from your
local consulate (see p126),
hotel, pharmacy or
tourist office. If you need
someone who works
under the EU health plan,
make sure that the
doctor is part of the
Spanish health care
system; otherwise, be
prepared to pay and be
reimbursed later by your
insurance company.

Disabled Travellers
L=l Generally speaking,
Andalucia is not very well
set up for travellers with
any sort of disability. The
best bet for adequate
facilities are the newer
hotels, since the law
requires that all new
public buildings be fully
accessible. Older
structures will present
problems for those in
wheelchairs (see p134).

Breaks
Most accommodation
options here — unless
they specifically request
"adults only” - truly
welcome families. Hotels
often allow you to
include any children up
to a certain age —
sometimes as high as
the teens - at no extra
charge, except perhaps a
nominal fee for the extra
bed or two. The best
option for most families
is a self-catered apart-
ment (see p146).

Meals for Kids
Most restaurants
have special kids" meals,

and some even have
separate menus with
things that will please
children’s palates. Many
will also prepare special
foods for infants. There
are also fast-food
restaurants that cater to
kids' tastes.

Shopping for Kids

There are shops
galore that focus on what
kids want, from toys to
beach gear to clothes
and gadgets. Most of the
stuff is cheap - and
cheaply made - so you
can stock up on what they
need without worrying
about the budget.

=4 Some of the theme
parks and museums have
exhibits and activities, as
well as special
playgrounds, that are
designed entirely with

children in mind.
Andalucia’s caves, too,
are a big hit with young-
sters, instilling them with
a rich awareness of the
wonders of nature.

Kids Activities
EBesides the sea, the
region also has a number
of commercial water-
parks and amusement
parks, replete with slides
and other facilities for
children to burn up a full-
day’s energy. It's healthy,
outdoor fun that the
whole family can
participate in.

Teenagers

cATeenagers of every
nationality quickly fall in
with each other soon
after arrival in the most
touristed areas, estab-
lishing a routine of
beaching it during the
day and going out at
night. There's plenty of
high-energy action to get
up to while the sun
shines. When the sun
goes down, it's time to
prepare for the forth-
coming social whirl.

Nightlife

In the very touristy
resorts, which depend on
families for much of their
trade, many clubs will
allow entrance for older
teens, although the
minimum legal age for
drinking is 18. Depending
on what curfew, if any, is
imposed by parental
authority, the dancing
can go on till dawn.
Spanish in general are

very relaxed about the
presence of children in
bars and pubs.

_ Hotel Offerings
L-jl\/lany of the larger
hotels and resorts have a
full programme of
activities for guests of
every age. These may
include water aerobics,
water polo, or other
exercise regimes — or
anything from crafts
classes for adults to
organized games for pre-
schoolers. Most such
activities are scheduled
on a weekly basis, with a
monthly calendar posted
in some conspicuous
spot in the foyer.

Babysitting
E=dsome hotels also
offer babysitting services,
especially those that
cater primarily to pack-
age tourists. The cost of
this service may be
included in the package,
so confirm that it is, if
such an option exists.
Other hotels may have a
play area, supervised by
qualified personnel.

when you have small
children is not to move
around much — the kids
will be able to adjust and
enjoy themselves more
readily. Children under
four travel free on trains;
ages four to eleven pay
60 percent of the fare.

Eating Out
WLl Both lunch and
dinner hours tend to be
late in Spain. Lunchtime
is certainly no earlier
than 1:30pm and even
3pm is perfectly normal.
Dinner is usually no
earlier than 9pm and
sitting down at table as
late as 11pm is not
unheard of. A reservation
is never a bad idea, and
smart-casual dress is
perfectly fine at most
establishments.

Breakfast

As throughout most
of the Mediterranean,
breakfast here is little
more than a coffee and
pasta (pastry). Only
foreign-run venues offer a
full English or American
breakfast. Many hotels
cater to international
taste with a buffet spread.

Tapas and

Raciones
Tapas (see pp68-9) are a
Spanish institution and
nowhere more prevalent
than here. Locals eat
them as appetizers
before heading off to
dinner, but a few well-
chosen tapas can easily
make a full meal.
Raciones are larger por-
tions of the same dishes.

Menu del Dia
E.lMany places offer a
menu del dia (daily
menu) at lunchtime,
which usually means
considerable savings
compared to 4 la carte
prices. You get a very

limited choice of a first
course (typically soup or
salad) and second course
(fish or meat, with side
orders) and dessert, with
water and wine included.
Coffee is usually extra, or
in place of dessert.

Meats
EdPork in all its guises
is the central meat in the
Andalucfan diet, with
Jabugo mountain-cured
ham considered the
crowning glory. Duck,
rabbit, quail and other
game are also quite
common, with beef and
veal present but not so
important. Chicken is
very common, and goat
and lamb are also
featured on many menus
all over the region.

Seafood
L=dEven along the
crowded Costa del Sol,
the few remaining fisher-
men still manage to haul
in the full bounty that the
Mediterranean has to
offer. And the abundance
from the Atlantic coast is
even more impressive. A
local speciality is rape
(monkfish), and various
types of crustacean and
shellfish include lobster,
crayfish, prawns and
mussels (see pp66-7).

Side Dishes and
ZdDessert
Favourite side dishes
include asparagus, both
green and white, and
mushrooms sautéed with
garlic, as well as what-
ever vegetables may be

at their seasonal best.
Fresh fruit is always an
option for dessert, along
with a range of baked
treats and several types
of custard.

_ Drinks
k=AWine and beer are
the top choices, usually
accompanied by a small
bottle of mineral water,
either still or sparkling.
Sangria is prevalent, too,
but the regional drink of
choice is vino de Jerez
(sherry), or one of the
sweet wines from
Malaga. Coffee can be
with or without milk and
you can also ask for it
descafeinado (decaffie-
nated) (see pp67).

Vegetarian and
=1 Vegan Options
Such choices are few and
far between on most
menus around the
region. Meat is used in
almost everything, and
even the vegetable dishes
are usually enhanced
with a bit of pork. One
good recourse would be
to have the chef make a
salad for you, leaving out
any non-vegetarian
ingredients. Or head
for one of the few
vegetarian restaurants.

Tipping
LWTipping is not the
absolute necessity here
that it is in some
countries. Nevertheless,
it is customary to leave
about 10 percent of the
total bill, or at least to
round the figure up.

Where to Stay

This extensive region
offers a tremendous
range of climes and
terrains, from sophisti-
cated city life, to
mountains, to subtropical
beaches, to wild, open
plains. If you have the
time, sample a bit of all
of these, each of them
beautiful and satisfying.

Accommodation
E4Types
Determining your needs
and desires before you
book will ensure a
happier stay. Andalucia
has a vast range of
accommodation options,
from resorts (see p142),
government-run paradors,
often in historic buildings
(see p140), converted
farmhouses (see p145),
to camping and hostels
(see p147). If you want
to see many of the
region'’s sights but only
want one base, consider
renting a car.

Choosing the

Best Base
Decide first how much of
the region you want to
see, and how much time
you want to spend in
differing terrains. Then
choose whether to be
based in a bustling area,
in a smaller village, or in
a more remote location.
Options exist right on the
sea, up in the mountains,
or on private fincas
(ranches), either working
farms or those that have
been transformed into
pleasant resorts.

Price
= Considerations
The range of accommo-
dation costs is very wide.
You can get pretty much
whatever you want in
terms of location by
spending very little.
Andalucfa tends to be
less expensive than many
other destinations of
equal or greater quality.

Making
k= Reservations
If you plan to visit in high
season make reserva-
tions as far in advance as
possible. The good-value
accommodations fill up
quickly and even high-
end gems can be booked
solid in the months of
July and August. You will
need a credit card
number with expiry date
to book, and you should
confirm every detail -
exact dates, type of
accommodation, number
of beds — with the hotel
management by sending
an e-mail and/or a fax.

Finding Some-
L=Jthing on the Spot
Unless you want to face
hours of casting about
for a room and possibly
not finding anything in
your price range, this
practice is not recom-
mended here, except in
low season when you
can, indeed, find plenty
of options and good
prices. Do be aware,
however, that many
establishments close for
up to several months
during the winter.

Tipping
uTipping in Spain, as
in many countries in
Europe, is not absolutely
necessary. Workers are
paid living wages and do
not depend on your tips.
However, a few coins for
services rendered by the
hotel staff are never
amiss. You can tip porters
and bellboys on the spot,
and leave something for
the maid in your room.

_ Hidden Extras
k=JA tax of 7 percent
may or may not be
included in the quoted
price of your accommo-
dation. Parking, phone
use and breakfast also
may or may not be
charged as extra, so
determine what you are
liable for in advance.

Travelling with
k= Children
Andalucia is well set up
for family travel. With
very few exceptions,
children are welcome at
every hotel or resort, and
those under certain ages
may even stay free, with
no extra charge for roll-
away beds or cots.
