The great pride and play area of Dubliners,
this is the largest city park in Europe. Historic
monuments and Dublin Zoo are only a few of
its delights (see pp28-9).

After a sobering tour of the one-
time prison, lighten the mood at
the former hospital, which now
houses the Irish Museum of
Modern Art (see pp26-7).
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-10 Trinity College

Trinity College is Dublin’s most famous educational institution and, since its
foundation in the 16th century, has produced many impressive alumni, among
them Jonathan Swift, William Congreve, Oliver Goldsmith, Oscar Wilde, Bram
Stoker and Samuel Beckett. Situated on College Green, this was once part of
the All Hallows Monastery grounds, but is unfortunately now a busy road
junction. It is Trinity itself that provides the haven in this area. Entering through
the West Front, under a wooden-tiled archway, is like walking into a bucolic
time-warp: cobbled quadrangle, smooth green lawns and an array of fine
18th- and 19th-century buildings. A number of the buildings are open to the
public, the most outstanding being the Old Library, home to more than 4
million books and one of the country’s greatest treasures, the Book of Kells.

Old Library

Entry to the Old
Library (above), built
between 1712 and 1732,
is from Fellows’ Square.
The finest feature is the
magnificent 64-m (200-ft)
Long Room, with two
tiers of antiquated oak
bookcases holding more
than 200,000 books. The
barrel-vaulted ceiling was
added in 1860. The col-
lection grows yearly as
Trinity is entitled to copies
of all titles published in
Ireland and the UK.

Book Of Kells
k2 A This beautifully
decorated illuminated
manuscript is one of the
city's most treasured
possessions.

They
moved to Kells in County
Meath to escape Viking
raids and the book was
eventually given to Trinity

Examination Hall
E=dBoth the hall and the
chapel were designed by
the Scottish architect Sir
William Chambers in the
1780s. The most
memorable feature is the
gilded oak chandelier.

The
fine stained-glass
window (right) above the
altar dates from 1867.

Dining Hall
WA Just beside the
chapel, this grand dining
hall, where Trinity’s many
students eat, was
originally built by Richard
Cassels in 1742, but it
has been considerably
altered over the the past
250 years. It has been
totally restored after a
fire in 1984 and the walls
are hung with huge
portraits of college
dignitaries.

The History of
Trinity College
Founded in 1592 by
Queen Elizabeth | on
the site of All Hallows
Augustinian Monastery,
and modelled on the
universities of Oxford
and Cambridge, Trinity's
objective was to provide
young Protestants with
an alternative to going
to universities in Europe
where they might fall
under the influence of
Catholicism. The
Anglican bias lasted into
the 1970s even though
religious restrictions
were abolished in 1793.

|0 National Museum of Ireland

There are three different parts to this huge and outstanding museum. The
Kildare Street branch offers archaeology and history, ranging from prehistoric
Ireland’s early culture to the fierce conflict of 1916-22 (see p35) portrayed in
the Road to Independence exhibition. The Merrion Street branch comprises
the Museum of Natural History, colloquially known as “The Dead Zoo” - every
sort of animal and environmental artifact is displayed over three floors. The
third branch of the museum is in Benburb Street, at the west end of the city
in the recently converted Collins Barracks. This is a very different experience,
with the most up-to-date display techniques and interesting and varied
collections portraying the country’s decorative arts and social, military,
economic and political history.

If you want to visit all
three parts of the
National Museum on
the same day, start with
the Natural History
Museum in Merrion
Square. The National
Museum is only a few
minutes’ walk from
here but there is a
tourist Hop-On-Hop-Off
bus that will take you
from one to the other. If
you're walking, turn
right at the lights on
Baggot Street. Walk
along the north side of
St Stephen'’s Green,
turn right into Kildare
Street to the National
Museum. From here to
the third wing, Collins
Barracks, take the
tourist bus to the north
of the river.

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National Gallery

The National Gallery’s outstanding collection of Western European art ranges
from the Middle Ages to the present day and includes, as one might expect in
the nation’s capital, the most important gathering of Irish art in the world.
The gallery was designed by architect Francis Fowke (1823-65) and opened
in January 1864. The Milltown Wing was added in 1903, the Beit Wing in
1968 and the Millennium Wing in 2002, the latter bringing a huge improve-
ment in exhibition space and public facilities. The gallery has had some
important donors during its history, including
Countess Milltown, George Bernard Shaw (see
p34), Sir Hugh Lane, Chester Beatty (see p17)
and Sir Alfred and Lady Beit. The Beits’
remarkable presentation was 17 Dutch, Spanish
and British Old Master paintings, including
works by Gainsborough, Vermeer and Veldzquez.

Gallery Guide

The National Gallery is
made up of four wings
on four levels: the
Dargan Wing, the
Milltown Wing, the Beit
Wing and the Millen-
nium Wing. Each wing
has colour-coded signs
to help visitors find their
way around. There is an
entrance on Clare Street
which is on the same
level as the basement
of the older building.
The Merrion Square
entrance matches up
with Level One of the
Millennium Wing. There
are facilities for wheel-
chair users and a special
floor plan, “Green,
marked Access’; shows
the location of all the
lifts and ramps.

The appropriately imposing structure of Dublin Castle was a controversial
symbol of British rule for 700 years, until it was formally handed over to
Michael Collins and the Irish Free State in 1922 (see p31). Commissioned by
King John in the 13th century, over the years the castle evolved from a
medieval fortress into a vice-regal court and administrative centre. It has
suffered numerous tribulations in its history, but the most concerted attack
was in 1534, when it was besieged by “Silken Thomas” Fitzgerald (so called
for his finely embroidered wardrobe), a rebellious courtier who had renounced
his allegiance to the English Crown. Its current use is primarily ceremonial.
Visitors can tour the ornate state apartments and

wander freely around the courtyards and museums.

Building Dublin
Castle

In 1204, 30 years after
the Anglo-Norman
landing in Ireland, King
John ordered a castle
to be built in Dublin.
The site found was the
highest ground south-
east of the existing
town and protected on
the east and south side
by what was once the
River Poddle. Much of
this medieval castle
was destroyed by fire
in 1684 and Sir William
Robinson completed
the new apartments

by 1688. Again, most of
these were replaced in
the 18th century.

Alfred Chester Beatty

Alfred Chester Beatty was
born in New York in 1875,
and spent much of his
childhood collecting
stamps, minerals and
Chinese snuff bottles. In
adulthood, with a highly
successful mining
consultancy as his
profession, he could afford to
pursue his interests and
eventually gathered

together this outstanding collection of Islamic
manuscripts, Chinese, Japanese and other Oriental
Art. Beatty lived and worked in both New York and
London before finally deciding to settle in Dublin in
1950. He built the first library for his precious
collection on Shrewsbury Road, which was improved
and added to over the years, before finally relocating
to Dublin Castle in 2000. Beatty loved Ireland and
contributed generously to its many galleries and
cultural institutions. In 1957 he became the country’s
first honorary citizen, and decided that he would
leave his library in trust for the benefit of the public.
He died in 1968 and, in recognition of his great
contribution to Irish life, he was accorded a state
funeral - the only private citizen ever to have
received such an honour.

Alfred Chester Beatty

A lively enclave of cafés, bars and theatres, the Temple Bar area covers the
network of cobbled streets that stretch between Dame Street and the River
Liffey, and from Fishamble Street to Fleet Street. Named after the 17th-
century developer Sir William Temple, the area has gone full circle in its
fortunes but is now firmly established as the city’s most popular spot for
tourists and locals alike. Known as Dublin’s West Bank, there is something
going on here throughout the year, but summer and autumn are definitely
the high points. Summer brings “Diversions’, a free outdoor cultural event
that runs from May to September, while the Dublin
Theatre Festival runs for two weeks in the autumn,
held in many of the venues around Temple Bar.

E]Temple Bar, the site
of Ireland’s first urban
“Green Building’, is an
innovative centre of eco-
design and green lifestyle.

In the 1960s
traders made use of the
cheap rent and the area
took on a Bohemian air.
In the 1990s the govern-
ment regenerated
Temple Bar, creating the
thriving entity it is today.

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Christ Church Cathedral

The spectacularly imposing cathedral that we see today, towering over its
surroundings, is largely a result of 19th-century restoration. Dublin’s first
church, made of wood, was founded here in 1038 by Sitric Silkenbeard, the
first Christian king of the Dublin Norsemen. In 1172, however, Norman
Richard de Clare, known as Strongbow, demolished the first church and
commissioned his own stone version. The cathedral passed to the Protestant
church during the Reformation and, together with St Patrick’s Cathedral (see
pp22-3), has remained dedicated to the Church of Ireland. Over the last few
years the huge crypt has been restored, with new floors and lighting.

The tomb of the infamous

K= Standing on the left-
hand side of the nave in
front of the pulpit, this fine
brass lectern was handmade
during the Middle Ages.

unusual in that it runs the

Dublin, then affirmed
his loyalty to King Henry
II. It was the beginning
of centuries of English
hold over Irish land.
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-10 St Patrick’s Cathedral

St Patrick’s, the Protestant Church of Ireland’s national cathedral and
commonly known as the “People’s Cathedral’, stands on an early Christian
site where St Patrick is said to have baptized converts in a well in AD 450.
Like Christ Church Cathedral (see pp20-21), the original structure was made
of wood and it was not until 1192, when Bishop John Comyn founded St
Patrick’s, that it was rebuilt in stone. Archbishop Henry de Londres
restructured it again between 1220 and 1270 and raised its status to that of
cathedral. The building has seen its fair share of
politics: in 1649, during the Civil War, Cromwell’s
cavalry used it for stabling; not long after, Huguenot
refugees from France sought solace here.

Jonathan Swift

Jonathan Swift was
born in Dublin in 1667
and was educated at
Trinity College (see
pp8-9). In 1694 he took
holy orders and, after a
year as a curate, moved
to England as tutor to
Esther Johnson at Moor
Park in Surrey. Esther
was to become the
beloved “Stella” of his
writings. Despite a
reputation as a wit and
pamphleteer, his eccles-
iastical career was his
primary concern and, in
1713, Swift was appoin-
ted dean of St Patrick’s.
On his death in 1745, he
left a legacy of £8,000
to build St Patrick’s
Hospital for the Insane.
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Guinness Storehouse

Ask the majority of people what they most associate with Ireland, and the

likelihood is the answer will be Guinness. Together with whiskey, it is the
national drink, famous for its malty flavour and smooth, creamy head. Arthur
Guinness founded this immensely successful business in 1759 from relatively
humble beginnings but, nearly 250 years on, Guinness is the largest brewery
in Europe. The site at St James's Gate covers 64 acres and was unique for
having its own water and electricity supply. From here, Guinness exports beer
to more than 150 countries worldwide. This extraordinary exhibition covers all
aspects of the production, with excellent displays and explanations, before a
welcome free pint in one of the bars at the top of the building.

Despite their communal name, these two sights could not be more contrasting,
both in their appearance and history. The forbidding gaol was built in 1789,
but the material used was sandstone which wept in bad weather, resulting in
damp and grim conditions that adversely affected the health of the inmates.
The jail closed in the 1920s and wasn't touched again until it was restored as
a museum in the 1960s. Kilmainham Hospital, how-
ever, was built in the 1680s as one of Ireland’s first
Classical-style buildings - Sir William Robinson model-
led the hospital on Les Invalides in Paris. It has been
home of the Irish Museum of Modern Art since 1991.

The History of
Kilmainham
Hospital

Kilmainham’s Royal
Hospital was built
between 1680 and 1686
to the designs of Sir
William Robinson, and
is considered the most
important 17th-century
building in Ireland. It
was built for single
retired veterans. The
hospital became a
police barracks in 1922
and fell into decline, but
was fortunately one of
the first buildings to
benefit from Dublin's
restoration programme
in the 1980s. Beautifully
renovated, it reopened
in 1991 as the IMMA.
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|0 Phoenix Park

Surprisingly for such a small city, Phoenix Park is the largest enclosed urban
park in Europe, covering an area of more than 1,750 acres. The name has no
connection with the mythical bird but originates from the Gaelic Fionn Uisce
which means “clear water” and refers to a spring that once existed here.
Following the landscaping traditions of English parkland, complete with
hundreds of deer, this is an idyllic place to escape from the bustling city
centre. However, there’s no shortage of things to do if you want to keep busy.
At the weekends whole families spend the day
here, indulging in a variety of activities from
dog-walking to jogging, golf practice, hurling
matches, charity runs, cricket and polo.

Newgrange
uThe first settlers arrived in
Ireland from the Continent
around 4000 BC, bringing with
them farming skills and rudimen-
tary tools which allowed them to
establish small communities. The
megalithic stone tomb of the
Neolithic Age at Newgrange (see
p71)is thought to date from
around 3000 BC and is one of the
most important passage graves
in Europe.

Celts Arrive
HPowerfuI tribes of warriors
became established in Central
Europe around 600 BC. With
their ability to produce iron
weapons and implements, the
Celts were able to progress
across the continent to Ireland.
Earlier inhabitants remained, but
the Celts (or Gaels) imposed their
authority, culture and language.

Christianity Comes

to Ireland
Although the Romans never
settled in Ireland it was through
them that Christianity reached
Irish shores. The first bishop was

First Irish Parliament

By the 1350s the Normans
had settled in Ireland and intro-
duced the feudal system of
government, led by a justiciar
who was head of the army, the
chief judge and top administra-
tor. He was helped in his work
by a council of officials, and
would occasionally summon a
parliament consisting of his
council, bishops, abbots and
feudal lords. By the end of the
14th century, representatives of
counties and towns were part of
the process known as the Lower
House, or Commons.

Battle of the Boyne

2 A After his defeat by William of
Orange at the Battle of the Boyne
in 1690, James |l fled to France
leaving Ireland in the hands of
the Protestant Ascendancy.
These were English descendants
of Tudor and Stuart settlers. The
native Irish suffered for more
than a century from the stringent
penal measures inflicted on them.

Georgian High Culture
WA Many of the most important
sights in the city, such as
Custom House (see p61), were
built during the Georgian era.

K=dThe potato famine dominated

Patrick Pearse and others oppo-
sed to British rule proclaimed the
Declaration of Independence
from the General Post Office in
O'Connell Street (see p67). An
uprising ensued and 15 insurgents
were executed. In May 1921 the
Anglo-Irish treaty was signed,
creating the Irish Free State.

Pope John Paul I
UYin 1979 Pope John Paul Il
visited Ireland, the high point of
which was his mass in Phoenix
Park, attended by more than a
million people. The Papal Cross
marks the spot (see p29).

-0 Historic Buildings

Dublin Castle

Originally rectangular in
shape, Dublin Castle was
designed as a "keepless castle’
involving four circular corner
towers and, midway along the
south wall, a fifth tower. How-
ever, much of the medieval
castle was destroyed by fire. The
remodelling we see today began
at the turn of the 18th century
(see pp14-17).

Custom House

James Gandon designed the
striking Custom House in 1791.
There are four decorated facades,
with finely balanced end pavil-
ions and recessed Doric columns
facing the River Liffey. The
exceptional statuary around the
building is the work of Edward
Smyth. A fire gutted the building
in 1921 during the War of Inde-
pendence, but it was restored in
the same decade. The latest
superb restoration work was
carried out in the 1990s (see p617).

Four Courts

Four Courts

West of Custom House is
James Gandon's other magnifi-
cent edifice. Designed six years
earlier in 1785, the Four Courts
has a grand pedimented centre
with arcaded screens and
triumphal arches, topped with a
colonnaded rotunda and a Neo-
Classical dome. The five statues
by Edward Smyth on the central
block represent Moses, Wisdom,
Authority, Justice and Mercy
(see p66).

City Hall

adA competition was held in
1768 to select the designer of
what was then to be the Royal
Exchange, and Thomas Cooley's
plans were the preferred choice.
One of Dublin's most sophistica-
ted Georgian buildings, it marked
the introduction to Ireland of the
Neo-Classical style of architecture,
with its lofty dome supported by
12 columns and its 12 elegant
circular windows (see p54).
» Leinster House

Designed by

Richard Cassels in
1745, Leinster House
is notable for its two
contrasting facades,
one resembling a
townhouse, the other a
country abode. Built
for the Earl of Kildare,
since 1921 it has been
the seat of Dail
Eireann, the Irish
Parliament (see p56).



Bank of Ireland
L= Built to accommodate the
Irish House of Lords and House
of Commons, the building is
almost as magnificent as its
English counterpart. Three archi-
tects were involved in its creation:
Sir Edward Lovett Pearce
designed the Palladian central
block, with temple and portico
flanked by colonnaded wings, in
1729; James Gandon contributed
the portico to the east in 1785;
and Richard Parkes added the
western lonic portico. In 1803,
the building was taken over by
the Bank of Ireland (see p56).

Marsh's Library

Marsh’s Library
WAl Designed by Sir William
Robinson of Kilmainham Hospital
fame (see pp26-7)in 1705, this
L-shaped library was built to house
the collection of Archbishop
Narcissus Marsh. The Gothic-
style battlements and entrance
date from the 19th century, but
the oak bookcases, arranged in
bays between the windows, are

-~ Rotunda Hospital
L’JPurpose—buiIt as the first
maternity hospital in Europe,
founded by Dr Bartholomew
Mosse in 1745, the building was
designed by Richard Cassels.

Assembly Rooms, which now
comprise a cinema and the Gate
Theatre (see p63): John Ensor
designed the rotunda in 1764,
while the porches were added by
Richard Johnston in 1784 and
James Gandon in 1786 (see p66).

lveagh House
E=AThe first of architect Richard
Cassels’ notable Dublin houses,
sadly the only part that now
remains of the original is the
first-floor saloon. Sir Benjamin
Guinness linked two houses into
one in the 1870s. His grandson,
the second Earl of Iveagh, later
presented the house to the Irish
Government. ® St Stephen’s Green

Powerscourt Townhouse
UYThis powerful looking
building with its grand entrance
was designed in 1771 by Robert
Mack as a home for the third
Viscount Powerscourt. The first-
floor reception rooms, by
Michael Stapleton, and the
elegant hall can still be
appreciated even though the
house was imaginatively
converted into a shopping
precinct in 1981 (see p55).

10 Dublin Writers

James Joyce

The writer who most
prolifically put Dublin on the
literary map, Joyce (1882-1941)
was born and educated in the
city. He met Nora Barnacle on
16 June 1904 and, although they
did not marry for 30 years, it
became the date for events in
his epic work Ulysses, published
in Paris in 1922. Dubliners (1914),
Portrait of the Artist as a Young
Man (1916) and Finnegan’s Wake
(1938) are among his other works.

William Butler Yeats
E4william Butler (1865-1939),
brother of the painter Jack B
Yeats, was born in Dublin. His
first volume of poetry The
Wanderings of Oisin and Other
Poems was well received and
later volumes confirmed his
status as a leading poet. His play
On Baile's Strand was chosen for
the Abbey Theatre's opening
in 1904 (see p62).

George
E=JBernard Shaw
Born in Dublin, Shaw
(1856-1950) moved to
England in 1876.
Starting as a book
reviewer for the Pall
Mall Gazette, he was
to become a prolific
playwright; The Devil's
Disciple (1897) and
Pygmalion (1914) are just
two of his works. He
received the Nobel Prize
for Literature in 1925.

Jonathan Swift
k= dswift (1667-1745) was born
and educated in Dublin (see p23)
and established a reputation as a
wit through his satirical works. A
Modest Proposal (1729), one of
his most brilliant — if grim —
satires, suggested feeding poor
children to the rich. It is ironic
that his work, Gulliver’s Travels
(1726), is a children's classic.

Oscar Wilde

Wilde (1854-1900) was born
at Westland Row, Dublin, and
became a classics scholar at
Trinity College (see pp8-9) and
later at Oxford. His highly popu-
lar plays, full of acid wit, include
An Ideal Husband (1895) and The
Importance of Being Earnest
(1895). His imprisonment for
homosexual offences inspired
The Ballad of Reading Gaol (1898),
but he died, humiliated, in 1900.

Sean O’Casey
Ledpublin-born
! O'Casey (1880-1964)
worked on the railways
and became an active
trades unionist. He
achieved instant
success with The
Shadow of a Gunman
(1923), set in the Dublin
slums, followed by the
play Juno and the Paycock
in 1924 and his best-known
work The Plough and the
Stars in 1926. His later
plays never had the appeal
of the early works.

Irish Legends and Myths

St Patrick
uPatrick, a bth-century Roman
Briton, was captured by Irish
raiders and taken into slavery in
Ulster. Escaping to France, he
became a priest and returned to
Ireland to help convert the Irish.
Extraordinary tales about him
abound — he cured the sick, raised
the dead, and rid Ireland of snakes
by ringing his bell (see p30).

The Children of Lir
F4The greatest of the Tuatha
de Danann, or fairy folk, was the
sea-god Lir. His four beloved
children were turned into swans
by their jealous stepmother
Aoife, who condemned them to
live forever in the waters off the
Ulster coast. Some 900 years
later, St Patrick broke the spell,
baptizing them as they died.

Punishment of the
E=Jchildren of Tuireann
For murdering his father, the sun
god Lugh demanded that the
three sons of Tuireann give him
magical objects and perform
difficult feats. Their last task was
to make three shouts from the
Hill of Miochaoin; these shouts
summoned supernatural warriors
who killed them.

= aThe boy Setanta had
miraculous strength and loved
the game of hurling. Invited to a
feast by the legendary black-
smith Culain, Setanta arrived late
and was met by the smith’s

He killed
the hound with his hurley stick
and offered himself as a guard
instead. He was renamed

Cuchulainn, “hound of Culain”

Oisin inTir na n'Og

Finn's son Qisin and Niamh,
daughter of sea-god Manannan,
went together to Tir na n'Og,
paradise of eternal youth. After
300 years, homesick Oisin
borrowed Niamh's magic horse
to revisit Ireland. His feet were
not to touch the ground, but he
fell from the horse, instantly
aged 300 years, and died.

Deirdre and the Exile of
L=dthe Sons of Usnach
King Conchubar loved Deirdre, his
harpist’s beautiful daughter. The
Druid Cathbad foretold she would
bring disaster, so Conchubar kept
her in solitude. But Deirdre loved
young Naoise, son of Usnach,




who, with his brothers, took her
to Scotland. After persuading
them to return, Conchubar killed
Usnach's sons. Deirdre, grief-
stricken, killed herself.

Cattle Raid of Cooley

Connacht's Queen Medb
(Maeve) raided Ulster to seize
the chief Daire's famous bull. All
the men of Ulster being under a
spell, the boy Cuchulainn fought
alone, killing all Medb's warriors.

_ Pursuit of Diarmait

=Jland Grainne
Finn MacCoul asked King Cormac
for the hand of his daughter
Grainne, but she eloped with
Finn's nephew Diarmait. For a
year and a day Diarmait and
Grainne fled as enraged Finn
pursued them around Ireland.

Finn and the

Salmon of Knowledge
The first person to taste the
Salmon of Knowledge would
gain prophetic powers. When the
young Finn MacCoul - hero of
countless legends — visited
Finnegas, the old druid caught
the fish. While it cooked, Finn’s
thumb touched the salmon.
Putting the thumb to his lips, he
tasted the fish before Finnegas.

Destruction of Dinn Rig

King Leary's brother Covac
murdered Leary and his son at
Dinn Rig, then forced the
grandson to eat their hearts.
Struck dumb until cured by
Princess Moriatha's love, the
grandson — renamed Labraidh
("Speaks”) — grew up and
reconquered Leary’s kingdom.
He then invited Covac to stay in
an iron house on Dinn Rig. The
door locked and a fire lit, all
inside were roasted alive.

South of the Liffey

UBLIN TAKES ITS NAME FROM THE SOUTHWEST OF THE CITY when, in

prehistoric times, there was a dark pool (Dubb Linn) at the confluence
of the River Liffey and what was once the River Poddle. The area expanded
during the 18th century, when the cobbled streets of Temple Bar became a
centre for merchants and craftsmen - interestingly reverting to similar use in
the 20th century. Prior to the founding of Trinity College in 1592, southeast
Dublin was relatively undeveloped. St Stephen’s Green wasn't enclosed until
the 1660s and it remained for private use until 1877. But from the 1850s the
area witnessed a boom that saw the construction of important public build-
ings such as City Hall. Today, the south is the hub of the
fashionable scene, with designer stores and fine restaurants.

Trinity College
ulreland’s premier institute of
education was founded in 1592
by Queen Elizabeth | on the site
of an Augustinian monastery. A
Protestant-only college at its
start, Trinity did open its doors to
Catholic students in 1793, but it
wasn't until the 1970s that the
Catholic Church relaxed its
opposition to the college. Its
quadrangles are peaceful havens,
and its priceless Book of Kells a
highlight (see pp8-9).

National Museum
Bof Ireland
Only two of the museum’s three
sights are south of the river: the
Natural History Museum (see
p56) and the branch on Kildare
Street which examines Irish
archaeology and history. The
latter's 19th-century building is
almost as impressive as its col-
lections, decorated with marble
and mosaics (see pp10-11).

National Gallery

A superb new wing of the
gallery opened on Clare Street in
January 2002, vastly increasing
the space available for temporary
exhibitions and displays of the
gallery's permanent collection.
The improved facilities also
include a large shop, a café and
restaurant and lecture theatres
(see pp12-13).

Dublin Castle
HBuiIt into the city walls in
1204, the castle was Dublin's
greatest stronghold, designed to
defend the British-ruled city
against the native Irish. It was at
that time protected by rivers on
both sides, the Liffey to the
north and the Poddle to the
south. The castle was completely
reconstructed after a fire in 1684
and was further refined during
the Georgian period, from which
time most of the ornate state
apartments date (see pp14-17).

Temple Bar
L'jThis hugely popular area is
the heart of south Dublin and
has a seemingly limitless array of
cafés, restaurants and bars as
well as interesting little shops
and cultural centres. On the
banks of the Liffey, the term
"bar” meant a riverside path. Its
bustling atmosphere and trendy
businesses, residents and
clientele are the personification
of Dublin’s emergence in the
1990s as one of Europe's most
fashionable and popular cities
(see pp18-19).

Temple Bar
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City of Culture
Dublin's southside is the
embodiment of the city's
regeneration as a cultural hub for
the Millennium. Numerous names
associated with style and glamour
have contributed to this trend: the
Irish-born rock band U2 own one
of the city’s most stylish hotels,
the Clarence (see p128) the
internationally acclaimed fashion
designer John Rocha works out of
Dublin, and even the iconic
songstress Marianne Faithfull has
made the city her home.

Christ Church Cathedral

24 0ne of the city's two great
cathedrals, illustrating the
importance religion has always
played in Dublin life, Christ
Church was the first to be built,
in 1038. Although nothing of the
original wooden church now
stands, there are plenty of
beautiful medieval features and
decorations to appreciate,
including floor tiles and stone
carvings. The “Treasures of
Christ Church” exhibition, housed
in the 12th-century crypt, includes
a gilt plate donated by William [l
in 1697 (see pp20-21).

St Patrick’s Cathedral

Dublin's “second” cathedral
and long-time rival to Christ
Church. Apart from the many
monuments and plaques com-
memorating deceased dignitaries,
and some fine architectural
features, St Patrick's most
interesting association is with
Jonathan Swift. Appointed dean
at the beginning of the 18th
century, Swift carried out much
of his work from the cathedral.
You can see his death mask,
writing desk and chair in the
north pulpit and the memorial to
himself and “Stella” lies just
inside the entrance (see pp22-3).

_ City Hall
L'jThomas Cooley built this
stately building between 1769
and 1779. He had won the
commission as a result of a
competition, beating his better-
known contemporary James
Gandon who designed the
Four Courts and Custom House
(see p56). Cooley made a fine
job of City Hall, which was
originally built as the city's Royal
Exchange. City bureaucrats
latterly used it for various
purposes but, having undergone
extensive restoration, it is now
open to the public. There is an
excellent permanent exhibition in
the reconstructed vaults entitled
“The Story of the Capital’
covering 1,000 years of Dublin's
fascinating history (see p32).

_ Grafton Street
uConsidered to be the
premier shopping street on the
south side of the Liffey, Grafton
Street is also a pedestrianized
venue for street musicians,
performers and flower-sellers.

classical features of such shop-
fronts as Marks & Spencer. The
street runs south from College
Green, marked by the statue of
Molly Malone (irreverently
known as “the tart with the
cart”), opening out onto St
Stephen'’s Green at the southern
end. Brown Thomas (see p57) is
one of the street’s famous high-
class department stores and
Bewley's Oriental Café, with a
shop at the front selling
traditional Irish foodstuffs, is
another popular landmark (see
p59). ® Map E5

Powerscourt Townhouse
LY Built in the 18th century for
Viscount Powerscourt, this fine
building was converted into a
shopping precinct in 1981. The
main, grand entrance opens into
a fine hall and staircase. The
Georgian Room on the first floor,
now turned into a shop similar to
the other reception rooms, has
exquisite plasterwork created by
Michael Stapleton. There is a
variety of stores here, including
jewellery designers, trendy
boutiques, craft outlets, coffee
specialists and greengrocers.
When you have exhausted your
shopping cravings, there are
plenty of places to eat and drink.

HEN DUBLIN WAS DEVELOPED IN THE 18TH CENTURY, plans for the

north side of the River Liffey included a range of elegant terraces and
squares designed to attract the city’s élite. A downturn in the economy left
the grand plan incomplete, although O'Connell Street and Parnell and
Mountjoy Squares remain evidence of what might have been. The area boasts
some of the city’s most beautiful buildings, such as the Custom House and
the Four Courts; three theatres, the Abbey, Peacock and the Gate, produce
drama of worldwide acclaim; and the city’s great literary tradition is celebrated
in the Dublin Writers Museum and James Joyce Cultural
Centre. Although not as self-consciously stylish as the
Southside, development plans are trying to rectify this with
the revamp of areas such as Smithfield market (see p66).

Greater Dublin

HE AREA AROUND DUBLIN'S CITY CENTRE IS RICH WITH ATTRACTIONS,

from stunning country estates - survivors of the Georgian heyday - to
ancient Celtic remains and some spectacular scenery and walks, both in
man-made landscaped surroundings or wilder
natural settings. As in days gone by, many of
Ireland’s wealthy and well known choose to live
in Dublin County’s peaceful villages, benefiting
from their close proximity to the capital while
enjoying a more traditional way of life. The 10
sights selected here are less than an hour from
Dublin as long as the journeys are undertaken
outside the rush hours. A number of companies
run day- or half-day trips to most of the sights
within easy reach of Dublin.
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Guinness Storehouse

To the west of the centre,
this comprehensive exhibition,
set in the old brewery building,
takes the visitor step-by-step
through the creation of the
famous beer, from the grain to
the final glass of creamy topped
black liquid (see pp24-5).

Kilmainham Gaol

and Hospital
At the far west of the city, these
two institutions could not be
more different. The forbidding
Kilmainham Gaol, with its grim
history, was restored and opened
as a museum in the 1960s; in
contrast, the former hospital is a
fine and beautiful building,
restored in the 1980s and now
home to the Irish Museum of
Modern Art (see pp26-7).

Phoenix Park

There is enough to see
within this vast park to keep the
visitor busy for a whole day. The
zoo is one of the main attractions
and has recently claimed 33 acres
out of the main park for its
African Plains section for larger
animals (see pp28-9).

Powerscourt Estate

= dFive minutes from the pretty
village of Enniskerry, Powerscourt
Estate is a magnificent spot. The
visitor approaches the house
down a long beech-lined avenue
with beautiful views across the
valley. The house, designed by

Castletown House

Richard Cassels in the 1730s,
was gutted by fire in 1974, but a
small exhibition gives the
"before and after” story of its
reconstruction. The main part of
the house is now given over to
an up-market shop (see p73) and
large restaurant.

Castletown House

This was the first example
of Palladianism to be constructed
in Ireland (1722-32) and remains
the largest and most significant
of its kind in the country. Archi-
tects Alessandro Galilei and Sir
Edward Lovett Pearce built the
house for William Conolly, the
Speaker of the Irish Parliament.
The fine interiors were commis-
sioned in the second half of the
18th century by Lady Louisa
Lennox, the wife of Conolly’s
great-nephew Tom, who took up
residence here in 1758. The house
remained in the family until 1965
and, after a period of ownership
by the Georgian Society, is now
run by the state. ® Celbridge, Co
Kildare  Map N5 e Open Apr-Oct: 10am-
6pm Mon-Fri, 1-6pm Sat-Sun, Oct:

When archaeologists decided to
restore Newgrange to as close to
its original state as possible, they

discovered that on the dawn of
the winter solstice (21 December)
sunlight beams through the roof
directly on to the burial chamber.
Not only did this prove it to be the
earliest known solar observatory
but also that the skills of the Celts

extended beyond construction.

Russborough

2 A Another fine Palladian
mansion, claiming the longest
frontage in Ireland, Russborough
was designed by Richard Cassels
in the mid-18th century. Standing
on raised ground it faces a stretch
of water backed by the Wicklow
Mountains (see pp80-81) and is
kept in immaculate condition. One
of the main reasons to visit is for
the outstanding Beit Art Collec-
tion, put together in the 19th
century by Sir Alfred Beit (1853-
1906). His nephew bought Russ-

Newgrange and the
k=4 Boyne Valley
Newgrange is one of the most
significant passage graves in
Europe but its origins are
shrouded in mystery.

All visitors must pass
through the excellent Brd na
Bdéinne Visitor Centre and join a
tour. Bru na Béinne ("Palace of
the Boyne") is the Irish name for
the area, considered to be the
origin of Irish civilization. Anyone
with an interest in archaeology
will find the Boyne Valley
fascinating - its Hills of Tara and
Slane also feature in Celtic

Around Waterford

REEN AND HILLY COUNTY WATERFORD is exposed to the Atlantic to the
south, the beautiful Blackwater and Suir rivers penetrate far inland,
while Waterford City stands by an excellent natural harbour. All these factors

made this corner of the southeast almost too welcoming to outsiders -
Waterford City (Vadrafjord in Norse), founded in AD 853, is thought to be the
oldest surviving Viking town in Europe. Later, Normans also chose this spot
for their first Irish settlement - in few other places can Celtic, Norse and
Norman relics be found so close to one another. In modern times, Waterford
has been staunchly patriotic and proud of its heritage - it even has a small
Gaeltacht (Irish-speaking district) around the village of Rinn.

The area is largely made up of peninsulas,
among them three to the southwest of Kenmare, the stunning Dingle
Peninsula to the north, and the most popular, the Beara Peninsula, with two
impressive mountain ranges running along its

Yet, it's not all nature. Amid this
landscape, both peaceful and
rugged in turns, are some striking
Georgian residences, numerous
pretty villages, wildlife reserves
and ancient religious sites.

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Around Cork

ORK CITY AND THE SURROUNDING AREA are full of historic,

cultural and scenic places to visit. Cork itself is a lovely city, worth one
or two days’ exploration, including the three islands in Cork harbour formed
by the two sections of the River Lee. Cobh, situated on what is known as
Great Island, came into its own in the 19th century as an important naval
base, due to its huge natural harbour. Close by is Fota Wildlife Park and
Arboretum, offering the visitor a change of pace from the predominance of
water and sea. Between Cork and Youghal, the small town of Midleton
boasts the oldest distillery in
Ireland, Jamesons, home to the
famous Irish whiskey. The equally
well known Blarney Castle, with
its “magic” stone, is only a short
trip to the north of Cork. To the
south, Kinsale is a charming
fishing village full of places to eat
and its fair share of comfortable
accommodation, making it a good
base for exploring the area.
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Cork City
“Oﬁicially Ireland’s second
city, built on either side of the
River Lee, Cork is a true rival to
Dublin according to the local
residents, of which there are
around 140,000. The picturesque
quays both north and south of
the river, linked by an array of
bridges, offer spectacular views.
The numerous waterways,
narrow alleys and Georgian
buildings, together with the
balmy climate, often lend the

ROM THE LUSH GREENERY OF TIPPERARY to the traffic jams of Limerick,

and from the leisurely vacation boats cruising on the wide river Shannon
up to the stark, stirring emptiness of The Burren, this region embraces the
full diversity of rural Ireland. There are scores of impressive historic sights
and picture-perfect villages, as well as unpretentious country towns with not
a tourist in sight. Cross the Shannon to reach the rockier majesty of County
Clare, whose rural way of life retains a profound simplicity and sense of
independence. Culturally, it is rooted in tradition, and you'll hear plenty of
Irish music played in village pubs. Clare’s coastline rises in dramatic cliffs
that take the force of the Atlantic, while inland, wind-battered gorse and
bracken are broken up by high pasture. Sheep wander unfenced, walking
over the hills and along the country lanes as if all this land was theirs.
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Cashel
[IThis quiet country town is
dominated by the awesome Rock
of Cashel, topped by stone struc-
tures known in pre-Christian times
as Cashel of Kings (from Gaelic
caiseal, a stone fortress). Sensing
the rising power of the church, in
1101 the Kings of Munster re-
defined themselves as a dynasty
of royal archbishops and built
great ecclesiastical buildings.
Most were destroyed by the
English in 1647 but highlights of
what survives are 12th-century
Cormac's Chapel, the earliest
Romanesque church in Ireland;

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Around Galway

OUNTY GALWAY HAS A PECULIAR MAJESTY and an awesome sense of its

closeness to nature, stalwartly facing the imposing Atlantic Ocean. Even
the area around the county town, Galway City, squeezed onto a strip of land
between the expanse of Lough Corrib and the immense waters of Galway
Bay, possesses that same inspiring quality. As well as its own charms, with
good restaurants and charming pubs, it is a good base from which to
explore the area. South of the city is a gentler, greener countryside. While a
good deal of the fascination of this southern edge of Galway lies simply in
the tranquil landscape, for lovers of
literature much of the interest is also in
the connection with the romantic Irish
poet WB Yeats (see p34). Although not
originally from this region, Yeats returned
often in his thoughts and in his work to
the myths and grandeur of western
Ireland, and spent many years living at
his Thoor Ballylee near Gort, south of
Galway City. Pleasant, gentle cruises on
the lakes are another attraction.

Galway City

The pleasant, bustling
regional capital started life as a
fortress of the O'Connors of
Connacht.

ONNEMARA - THE ROCKY MOUNTAINOUS COUNTRYSIDE of western

County Galway - is almost entirely uncultivated, a strange wilderness of
water and stone, peat bog, headlands and barren hills. Along its shores, the
Atlantic eats savagely into the land, making spectacular inlets and bays.
Seemingly uninhabitable, in pre-famine days Connemara was crowded with
poverty-stricken farmers, victims of the Protestant Ascendancy that had
driven them from their farms across the Shannon.
Thousands of rough dry-stone walls criss-cross the
bare hills, enclosing their tiny abandoned fields.
The famine wiped out most of Connemara’s
human life, and the memory of that disaster
lingers sadly in the glorious landscape. The
poignant scenery continues across Killary Fjord
into County Mayo, where - as well as wide open
spaces of bog, heath, mountain and lake - there
are appealing small towns, a traditional way of life,

and much to see. Detail, Westport House
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Westport
“Busy, popular Westport is
still small enough that country-
side can be seen at the end of
the main streets. Originally built
in 1780 by the Earl of Altamont
as an adjunct to his mansion
Westport House, this is a good
example of a planned town, with
its dignified central Octagon and
tree-lined Mall. It was all paid for
by the slave-worked West Indian
sugar plantations of the Earl's
wife. Westport House remains
imposing and grandly furnished,
although touristy, with added

HE NORTHWEST OF IRELAND IS AMONG THE LEAST EXPLORED areas of

the country, and yet it incorporates some of the finest and most dramatic
scenery, with its beautiful, wide sandy beaches, towering mountains,
woodland and forest parks. Driving is really the best way to tour this part of
the country as public transport is all but non-existent, and it gives the visitor
the freedom to explore at whim. The region’s colloquial name is in honour of
the two great Irish brothers, Jack B and WB Yeats, artist and poet
respectively, who hailed from the ancient Celtic town of Sligo. This was also
the legendary power base of the warrior Queen
Maeve of Connaught and is packed with prehistoric
sites. Donegal has played a more historic role
throughout the centuries but was finally left
isolated when it was excluded from the new
Northern Ireland in 1921 (see p31). Its
abandonment has left it with little in common with
its fellow counties, historically or geographically.

HE BRITISH ENCLAVE WHICH REMAINED IN IRELAND, after the rest of the

country became independent in 1921, blends the two nations of which it
is a part. A distinctive society has developed here, especially the historic
cultural divide between Nationalists (Catholics of Irish descent) and Loyalists
(Protestants of English and Scottish descent) - each group has its own tradi-
tions. Yet between Northern Ireland and the Republic there are more simi-
larities than differences, from music, to food and drink, to the landscape -
indeed, some of the north’s scenery is among the best in the country.

~AThere is plenty of
parking available in the
centre, with electronic
signs at various strategic
points giving up-to-the-
minute availability of
spaces. Clamping is in
operation throughout
Dublin for illegal parking.

Direct
services are efficient but

Driving
Edireland has one of
the highest percentages
of driving fatalities in
Europe. Drink-driving is a
problem and speed limits
are often ignored, though
a new “penalty points”
system is improving the
situation. Congestion in
towns is high, but rural
roads are relatively
traffic-free. Even main
roads may have only two
lanes - pull onto the
hard-shoulder to let others
overtake. Speed limits
are 120 kmph (74mph) on
motorways, 100 kmph
(62 mph) on main roads,
50 kmph (31 mph) in
towns. Drive on the left.
Yellow lines indicate park-
ing restrictions. All types
of fuel are available.

Road Signs
L= ireland uses Europe’s
international pictorial
system of road signs.
Confusing signs that give
two alternative routes to
the same place without
stating the distances are
commonplace in rural
Ireland. When given,
distances may be
approximate. Officially,
the Republic uses
kilometres (green signs),
but many roadsigns are
in miles (white signs).
Often, place names are
given in Irish and English.

Climate

The weather in
Ireland is wet and mild all
year round, but generally
without extremes. It
rarely freezes except on
uplands, while summer
can see some hot spells.

-10 Things to Avoid

Drink-driving

There are very strict
drink-driving laws in
Ireland and you can be
stopped and breatha-
lysed at any time. Within
the city, most places can
be reached on foot, and
restaurants are very
happy to call cabs.

Unsafe Areas

It is unwise to
wander around any badly
lit areas of any city at
night, and Dublin is no
exception. It is also
advisable not to walk
around on your own late
at night. There are areas
of the city that have a
reputation for being more
dangerous than others —
the northside is a bit
rough after dark, so stick
to the main thorough-
fares such as O'Connell
Street (see p61) and the
quays. On the southside,
around Dolphin’s Barn,
beyond Portobello, is a
notorious area for drug-
related crime, so avoid
that both day and night,
and similarly Summerhill
off Gardiner Street on
the northside. However
neither of these areas
has anything to draw the
tourist so you are unlikely
to find yourself there
unless lost.

Carrying
Edvaluables
It is always a mistake to
carry valuables around
with you when you're
sightseeing, so leave
them in the hotel safe. If
you're driving, never

leave anything visible in
the car to tempt a break-
in. Like any capital city,
beware of pickpockets.
Don't put temptation in
their way by leaving bags
open and valuables visible.

Rush Hour Traffic
= 3 The traffic has got
much worse in Dublin
over the last few years
and the rush hour lasts
from about 8-9:30am
and 5-7pm so allow extra
time if you need to travel
between these times.
This is particularly impor-
tant on the route to the
airport, on which traffic
problems are currently
exacerbated by the build-
ing of the Port Tunnel.

Theft

EADublin's pub culture
is a major part of its
charm and character, but
when pubs become
crowded they are a haven
for petty thieves. Keep
your money in your bag
and your bag on your lap
or where you can see it
at all times. Even better,
wear a money belt.

Drinking in Hotels
L=dit is best to avoid
drinking in hotel bars
unless money is no
object. Prices are always
higher than in local bars
and pubs, and a gratuity
may be added.

Taxis
WAl There has been a
problem with a lack of
taxis around the city for
late-night revellers. If you

are at a restaurant or
club ask the waiter to call
for one rather than trying
your luck on the street.
Recent deregulation may
improve the situation and
hopefully bring more
cabs onto the street.

- Parking Fines
LA publin's traffic
wardens are very sharp
and quite thick on the
ground, so make sure
you don't overrun your
time as you'll be fined
immediately. Clampers
are also about all over
the city, and it is time-
consuming and expen-
sive to get released.

International
t=dRugby Weekends
From January to May the
Six Nations Cup is played
out between ltaly, Wales,
Scotland, Ireland, France
and England with matches
in the various countries.
These weekends are
best avoided, unless
you're a rugby fan — hotel
prices increase and the
city is overcrowded.

The public transport
system around Ireland is
generally poor (see
p121).

Most of the properties
owned and run by Duchas,
the State Heritage
Service, are reasonably
priced, while all national
museums, galleries and
libraries are free.

Sights and museums are
either privately or state-
run so discounts vary
from site to site. On
average, the concessions
given for children, over
60s and students work
out at about one third of
the price of the full adult
ticket. If you are planning
to visit a number of
historic sights, it is worth
investing in a Heritage
Card costing around €20
for adults and €7.50 for
children and students. It
is valid for one year from
the date of purchase. You
can buy the card at the
first Duchas site you visit
or send for one from their
website.

Big Breakfasts
k=3 The full Irish break-
fast in hotels is a huge
affair and will set you up
for the day.

Off-season Travel
E=ATravelling out of
season and avoiding
special weekends will
save you money. Prices
are hiked up during
Rugby International
weekends (see p123), St
Patrick's weekend (see
p41) and other bank
holidays. In winter there
are excellent hotel deals.

Shopping
LYcarefully
Many items are no
cheaper in Ireland than
elsewhere, including
tweeds. Seek out
markets and craft shops
where you could pick up
original items for much
less than in stores.

Another option for cheap accommodation in Ireland are the

universities during student holiday times.



-10 Things to Buy

Linen
WM ireland is world
famous for its linen and
there are some beautiful,
original designs to be
found. There is usually a
selection on offer in most
tourist shops. The choice
includes embroidered
bedcovers and table-
cloths, linen pillowcases
and duvet covers. At the
less grand end of the
scale, small embroidered
handkerchiefs make good
gifts and tea towels can
be found everywhere.

Woollen Jerseys
P4reland is justly
renowned for its terrific
jerseys, and the Aran is
the most famous. It can
be fun to buy them in the
west of Ireland if you're
travelling around, although
the range is probably
better in Dublin. The
larger department stores,
specialist jersey outlets
and tourist shops are the
best places to try.

Ceramics

There are a number
of excellent contempo-
rary pottery companies
available in most of the
larger department stores
such as Brown Thomas
or Avoca Handweavers
(see p75). But search out
craft shops for original
pieces by individuals.

Tweed
= 10ne of the most
famous tweed-producing
areas is Donegal (see
p112) where tweed can
be bought either ready-

made as clothing or off
the bale as lengths of
cloth. Hats and waist-
coats are popular and
come in a variety of
tweeds. Most smaller
items are widely available
in tourist shops, but for
the full tweed suit you'd
be better off with the
specialist.

kdYou can find Celtic
jewellery in some form
or another all over the
city, but be careful of the
quality.

If you're
feeling adventurous you
can commission a piece.
There is a huge variety
on offer all over the coun-
try, from ancient Celtic to
modern designs.

Musical
L<dInstruments
The penny whistle is one
of the most commonly
found traditional Irish
musical instruments and
cheap replicas can be
found all over the city.
Enquire in a proper music
shop if you are looking
for a decent one. The
bodhran is a goatskin
handheld drum; this too
is widely reproduced but
the good ones need to
be specially sought out.
Handmade harps are a
particular speciality in
Dublin and Mayo.

Smoked Salmon
WAl irish smoked salmon
is world famous and is
widely exported. Much of
it is farmed these days
so seek out wild salmon;
the taste is far superior.
Wrights of Howth (see
p75) has outlets at the
airport and at Howth, but
most fishmongers stock
wild salmon.

- Whiskey

k=l Jamesons (see p63)
is probably the best
known Irish brand and is
a fine smooth blend;
Bushmills is also a popu-
lar whiskey produced in
the north. For everyday
whiskey drinking the
average Irish person
would probably settle for
Powers — an altogether
rougher experience.

Crystal and

Waterford Crystal is the
best known producer of
glassware in Ireland (see
p83) but other quality
producers exist.

The Irish are very good at
producing chocolates and
the leading brand names
are Bewley's and Lir.

Banks
Wl Allied Irish Bank
(AIB), the Bank of
Ireland, the Ulster Bank,
the National Irish Bank,
and the TSB are the five
retail banks in the
Republic. They are open
Monday to Friday, 10am
to 4pm. ATMs (cash-
points) are located out-
side most banks in the
city, and are the fastest
and cheapest way to get
local currency, drawing
money directly from your
account, if you belong to
a co-operating bank. All
UK cashcards can be
used at these machines.

Currency
P4 ireland joined the
European Monetary
Union in 1999, with 11
other EU countries, and
the euro has been the
sole legal tender since
early 2002. Coin denomi-
nations are 1, 2, 5, 10, 20
and 50 cents, while notes
come in denominations
of 5, 10, 20, 50, 100, 200
and 500 euros. There are
100 cents to 1 euro.

Cheques
Visa and MasterCard are
the most widely accep-
ted cards; American
Express and Diners Club
less so.
